(a) If graded to drain, a floor may be concrete, machine laid as-
phalt, or dirt or gravel if it 1is covered with mats, removable plat-
forms, duckboards, or other aPPROVED materials that are effectively
treated to control dust and mud.

(b) Walls and ceilings must be constructed from a material that
protects the interior from the weather and windblown dust and debris.
