(3) Considering the nature of the potential hazard involved and
the complexity of the corrective action needed, the REGULATORY AUTHORITY
may agree to continuing operations in the event of an extended inter-
ruption of electrical or water service if:

(a) A written emergency operating plan has been APPROVED;

(b) Immediate corrective action is taken to eliminate, prevent,
or control any roodD safety risk and IMMINENT HEALTH HAZARD associated with
the electrical or water service interruption; and

(c) The REGULATORY AUTHORITY is informed upon implementation of the
written emergency operating plan.
