(2) rFoop from a residential kitchen in a private home, other than
those specified in WAC 246-215-09415;

(4) Canned rooDS in containers that are rusty or severely damaged;

(5) Distressed FrooDs (such as from a fire, flood, or prolonged
storage) unless the roobs have been evaluated and approOVED for charitable
distribution;

(6) Infant formula that is past the original expiration date set
by the processor; or

(7) Raw, unpasteurized milk.
