
WAC 132H-122-010  Statement of policy.  The college expects that 
students who receive services for which a financial obligation is in-
curred will exercise responsibility in meeting these obligations. Ap-
propriate college staff are empowered to act in accordance with regu-
larly adopted procedures to carry out the intent of this policy, and 
if necessary to initiate legal action to insure that collection mat-
ters are brought to a timely and satisfactory conclusion.

Admission to or registration with the college, conferring of de-
grees and issuance of academic transcripts may be withheld for failure 
to meet financial obligations to the college.
