WAC 381-90-080 Inmate to be served notice. The board will send
the hearing notice to the institution superintendent/designee in ad-
vance of any hearing. The hearing notice shall specify the reason for
the hearing, time, date, and place.

(1) Upon receipt of the hearing notice, the superintendent or
designee shall serve the inmate with the document.

(2) The original hearing notice is to be signed by the inmate
with date of service noted and returned to the board headquarters. The
department should retain a copy in the inmate's institutional file and
provide a copy to the inmate.

(3) In cases where the inmate refuses to sign the notice, the su-
perintendent or designee shall note the date of service and obtain the
signature of a witness to such service.

(4) The inmate will be allowed to review a copy of the end of
sentence review report with supporting documents prior to the hearing.
The inmate shall sign an acknowledgment form that the documents have
been reviewed, noting the date and amount of time spent in review. If
an interpreter assisted the offender, the interpreter shall also sign
and date the acknowledgment form.

(5) The inmate shall be given the opportunity to make a written
statement to the board.
