
WAC 516-21-184  Dating violence.  Conduct by a student who is or 
has been in a romantic or intimate relationship with another that in-
tentionally or recklessly causes bodily injury or places another in 
reasonable fear of bodily injury is a violation of the code. The na-
ture of the relationship is determined by the length, type, and fre-
quency of interaction between them. Sexual violence includes sexual 
assault, dating violence, domestic violence, and stalking or any other 
type of sexual misconduct or gender-based discrimination.
