(1) "Catastrophic occurrence" includes the presence of any dan-
gerous, contagious, or infectious disease that is the subject of a
public health emergency at the employer's plant, building, worksite,
or other facility that causes the employer to close or severely cur-
tail operations.

(2) In order to qualify for relief of benefit charges, the dis-
ease must be the subject of a public health emergency at the time of
the closure or curtailment of operations.
