WAC 257-10-160 Does an individual provider or prospective indi-
vidual provider have any ongoing responsibilities to stay on the reg-
istry? Yes, the individual provider or prospective individual provid-
er must:

(1) Contact the referral registry office once a month to verify
that the information in the system is accurate and up-to-date; and

(2) Successfully complete a Washington state patrol criminal his-
tory background check every twelve months.

Failure to comply with ongoing responsibilities will result in
placing the individual provider or prospective individual provider in
an "inactive" status. The provider will not be referred to a consumer/
employer when in "inactive" status.
