
WAC 495C-121-270  Appeals.  (1) The parties shall have the right 
to appeal from the initial order's determination of responsibility 
and/or dismissal of an allegation(s) of sexual harassment in a formal 
complaint. The right to appeal will be subject to the same procedures 
and time frames set forth in WAC 495C-121-080.

(2) The president or designee will determine whether the grounds 
for appeal have merit, provide the rationale for this conclusion, and 
state whether the disciplinary sanction and condition(s) imposed in 
the initial order are affirmed, vacated, or amended, and, if amended, 
set forth any new disciplinary sanction and/or condition(s).

(3) President's office shall serve the final decision on the par-
ties simultaneously.
