The current registry rules were revised in 
December 2009. In order to collect the most relevant data and 
to improve the quality, quantity, efficiency and effectiveness 
of the trauma system, the trauma registry rules need to be 
reviewed and amendments proposed as appropriate.

Other Federal and State Agencies that Regulate this Sub-
ject and the Process Coordinating the Rule with These Agen-
cies: No other agencies regulate this subject.

Process for Developing New Rule: The department will 
meet with the trauma registry data quality workgroup, the 
hospital technical advisory committee and the outcomes tech-
nical advisory committee to review the current standards and 
seek input on necessary changes to the existing rule.

Interested parties can participate in the decision to adopt 
the new rule and formulation of the proposed rule before pub-
lication. Constituents and the public will be able to partici-
pate in the review and any necessary drafting of proposed 
language through open public meetings, mailings, and e-
mail. The proposed rule language will be sent out to all 
affected and interested parties before the formal public hear-
ing is held.
