Securities Act Policy Statement Regarding Oversales by
Investment Companies

Question Presented: What are the consequences if an
investment company sells more securities in Washington
than it has notice filed with the securities division on Form
NF?

Statute and Rules: Pursuant to RCW 21.20.327(1),
investment companies offering securities in Washington
must notice file with the securities division. As specified in
WAC 460-18A-010 and 460-18A-020, prior to selling secu-
rities in Washington, investment companies must file Form
NF with the securities division and pay a fee calculated based
on the amount of securities to be sold in the state. To increase
the amount of securities to be offered and sold in the state, an
investment company must file an amendment and pay a fee
for the additional amount of securities to be offered prior to
the sale of securities to be covered by the fee.

Discussion: When an investment company sells more
securities in Washington than it has notice filed on Form NF,
the securities division considers this an "oversale" which vio-
lates RCW 21.20.327 and 21.20.340 (2)(b) and (3)(b). Pursu-
ant to RCW 21.20.390, the securities division may issue
enforcement actions for violations of the Securities Act of
Washington. The securities division, however, finds that
alternative resolutions to investment company oversales may
be appropriate based on the facts and circumstances.
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Investment companies may follow the procedure
described below to resolve oversales:

1. Prior to filing an amended Form NF, the investment
company should contact the securities division to inform the
division of the amount of the oversale.

2. The investment company should provide the securities
division with a written statement explaining why the oversale
occurred and describing any steps the investment company
has taken to avoid future oversales.

3. The investment company should propose a resolution
to the oversale and receive approval from the securities divi-
sion. Possible resolutions may be to conduct a rescission
offer (which must be passed upon by the securities division
under RCW 21.20.430 (4)(b)), to enter into a consent order
with the securities division, or to pay a penalty fee equal to
twice the amount of the fee for the amount oversold. The
securities division will consider other proposed resolutions
on a case-by-case basis.

4. The investment company should file an amended
Form NF and pay the associated fee to increase the offering
amount to cover the amount of the oversale and any addi-
tional securities the investment company intends to offer and
sell in Washington.

This policy statement does not limit the securities divi-
sion's ability to issue an enforcement action with respect to an
investment company oversale if the securities administrator
finds such action to be warranted. Further, this policy state-
ment pertains only to enforcement actions with respect to
notice filings by investment companies and does not address
other legal matters.

TITLE
ADMISSION AND PRACTICE RULES (APR)

RULE 28. LIMITED PRACTICE RULE FOR LIMITED
LICENSE LEGAL TECHNICIANS

A. [Unchanged.]

B. Definitions. For purposes of this rule, the following
definitions will apply:

(1)-(8) [Unchanged.]

(9) "Washington lawyer" means a person licensed and
eligible to practice law in Washington and who is an active or
emeritus pro bono member of the Washington State Bar
Association.

(10) [Unchanged.]

C. Limited License Legal Technician Board.

(1)-(3) [Unchanged.]

(4) Administration and Expenses of the Board. The
Washington State Bar Association shall provide reasonably
necessary administrative support for the Board. Members of
the Board shall not be compensated for their services but
shall be reimbursed for actual and necessary expenses
incurred in the performance of their duties according to the
Washington State Bar Association's expense policies. Funds
accumulated from examination fees, annual fees, and other
revenues shall be used to defray the expenses of the Board.

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All anticipated expenses and anticipated revenues shall be
submitted on a proposed budget for approval by the Wash-
ington State Bar Association's Board of Governors.

D. Requirements for Applicants. An applicant for
licensure as a Limited License Legal Technician shall:

(1)-(3) [Unchanged.]

(4) Application. Execute under oath and file with the
Board an application, in such form as the Board requires. An
applicant's failure to furnish information requested by the
Board or pertinent to the pending application may be grounds
for denial of the application.

F. Scope of Practice Authorized by Limited Practice
Rule. The Limited License Legal Technician shall ascertain
whether the issue is within the defined practice area for which
the LLLT is licensed. If it is not, the LLLT shall not provide
the services required on this issue and shall inform the client
that the client should seek the services of a lawyer. If the
issue is within the defined practice area, the LLLT may
undertake the following:

(1)-(3) [Unchanged.]

(4) Application. Provide the client with self-help mate-
rials prepared by a Washington lawyer or approved by the
Board that contain information about relevant legal require-
ments, case law basis for the client's claim, and venue and
jurisdiction requirements;

(5) Review documents or exhibits that the client has
received from the opposing party, and explain them to the cli-
ent;

(6) [Unchanged.]

(7) Perform legal research;

(8) Draft legal letters and documents beyond what is per-
mitted in paragraph (6), if the work is reviewed and approved
by a Washington lawyer;

(9) Advise a client as to other documents that may be
necessary to the client's case, and explain how such addi-
tional documents or pleadings may affect the client's case;

(10) Assist the client in obtaining necessary documents
or records, such as birth, death, or marriage certificates.

H. Prohibited Acts.

In the course of dealing with clients or prospective cli-
ents, a Limited License Legal Technician shall not:

(1)-(8) Unchanged.

(9) Otherwise violate the Limited License Legal Techni-
cians' Rules of Professional Conduct.

K. Professional Responsibility and Limited License
Legal Technician—Client Relationship.

(2) Limited License Legal Technicians shall be held to
the ethical standards of the Limited License Legal Techni-
cians' Rules of Professional Conduct, which shall create an
LLLT IOLTA program for the proper handling of funds com-
ing into the possession of the Limited License Legal Techni-
cian.

(4) Unless expressly authorized by the Supreme Court or
the LLLT, the following Board and Bar records are exempt
from public access: personal information in Board and Bar
records for LLLTs and Board members to the extent that dis-
closure would violate their right of privacy, including home
contact information (unless such information is their address
of record), Social Security numbers, driver's license numbers,
identification or security photographs held in Board and Bar
records, and personal data including ethnicity, race, disability
status, gender, and sexual orientation. LLLT license status,
license number, dates of admission or licensing, addresses of
record, and business telephone numbers, facsimile numbers,
and electronic mail addresses (unless there has been a request
that electronic mail addresses not be made public) shall not
be exempt, provided that any such information shall be
exempt if the Chair of the Board approves the confidentiality
of that information for reasons of personal security or other
compelling reasons, which approval must be reviewed annu-
ally.

Document Description: ALTSA, in coordination with
the health care authority intends to submit an amendment to
the COPES waiver (#WA.0049) for the purpose of removing
personal care, personal emergency response systems and
community transition as COPES services. These services will
instead be available under the community first choice (CFC)
program that will be implemented with the same effective
date of July 1, 2015.

ALTSA will also be adding a new service to the COPES
waiver that will provide waiver participants with monthly
informational and educational materials designed to assist
them in managing health related issues, achieving goals iden-
tified in their person centered service plans and addressing
health and safety issues. The new COPES service which will
assist participants to achieve greater health, safety and suc-
cess in community living.

Participants may access these services through the CFC
and continue to access the COPES waiver for additional
waiver services they are eligible to receive. ALTSA antici-
pates a seamless transition of these services from COPES to
CFC. Participants may continue to receive the same amount
of services they are currently receiving from the same provid-
ers who currently provide the service.

As well as the changes related to CFC, the amendment
will add an integrated managed care component called
HealthPath Washington (HPW) to allow COPES participants
living in King and Snohomish counties who are dual eligible
(medicare/medicaid) to receive long-term services and sup-
ports through the same managed care program from which
they receive medical, mental health, and chemical depen-
dency services. The public was first notified of this amend-
ment on September 10, 2013 (WSR 13-19-034).

In addition, ALTSA has developed a COPES waiver
specific draft transition plan regarding the actions the state
will take to come into, and maintain, statewide compliance
with the new Code of Federal Regulations regarding home
and community-based settings requirements.
