WAC 192-110-600  Disaster.  "Disaster" means an event or set of 

circumstances which:
(1) Demands immediate action to preserve public health, protect 

life, protect public property, or to provide relief to any stricken 
community overtaken by such occurrences; or

(2) Reaches such a dimension or degree of destructiveness as to 
warrant the proclamation of a state of emergency by the president of 
the United States, the governor of Washington, or the governor or 
state executive of another state where the unemployed individual was 
working or living at the time of the proclamation.

AMENDATORY SECTION (Amending WSR 23-15-009, filed 7/6/23, effective 
8/6/23)

WAC 192-170-010  Availability for work—RCW 50.20.010.  (1) In 
general, the department will consider you available for work if you:

(a) Are willing to accept suitable full-time, part-time, and tem-
porary work during the usual hours and days of the week customary for 
your occupation.

(i) You are not required to accept part-time or temporary work if 
it would substantially interfere with your return to your regular oc-
cupation.

(ii) The requirement to be willing to accept full-time work does 
not apply under the circumstances described in WAC 192-170-050 (1)(b) 
or 192-170-070;

(b) Are capable of accepting and reporting for any suitable work 
within the labor market in which you are seeking work;

(c) Do not impose conditions that substantially reduce or limit 
your opportunity to return to work at the earliest possible time;

(d) Are available for work for at least 40 hours during the week 
during the hours customary for your trade or occupation; and

(e) Are physically present in your normal labor market area, un-
less:
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(i) You are actively seeking and willing to accept work outside 
your normal labor market; or

(ii) You are unable to be physically present in your normal labor 
market area due to a disaster.

(2) You are considered available for work if you are an active 
registered electrical apprentice in an approved electrical apprentice-
ship program under chapter 49.04 RCW and chapter 296-05 WAC.

(3) You are not considered available for work if you fail or re-
fuse to seek work as required in a directive issued by the department 
under WAC 192-180-010.

(4) If you are physically located outside of the United States, 
Puerto Rico, or the U.S. Virgin Islands, the department will consider 
you available for work if you meet the requirements of subsections (1) 
and (2) of this section, and:

(a) You are legally authorized to work in the country in which 
you are physically located;

(b) You are immediately available for work in the United States; 
or

(c) You are a spouse or domestic partner of a member of the Uni-
ted States Armed Forces and you are legally authorized to work within 
the foreign military base where your spouse or domestic partner is 
stationed.

(5)(a) During the weeks of a declared public health emergency, an 
unemployed health care worker described in RCW 50.20.050(3) and 
50.29.021 (1)(c)(iii) is considered available for work while isolated 
or under quarantine as directed by a medical professional, local 
health official, or the Secretary of Health, if the individual is 
available for work that:

(i) Will commence after the isolation or quarantine period ends; 
or

(ii) Can be performed from the individual's home.
(b) For the purposes of this section, a health care worker is de-

fined as an individual who was directly involved in the delivery of 
health services at a health care facility as defined in RCW 9A.50.010.

(c) For the purposes of this subsection, a week of a declared 
public health emergency is a week during which a public health emer-
gency has been declared for at least one day.

(6) During the weeks of a public health emergency, an unemployed 
individual may also meet the requirements of RCW 50.20.010 (1)(c) if:

(a) You are able to perform, available to perform, and actively 
seeking suitable work which can be performed for an employer from your 
home; and

(b) You or another individual residing with you is at higher risk 
of severe illness or death from the disease that is the subject of the 
public health emergency because the higher risk individual:

(i) Was in an age category that is defined as high risk for the 
disease that is the subject of the public health emergency by:

(A) The federal Centers for Disease Control and Prevention;
(B) The department of health; or
(C) The equivalent agency in the state where the individual re-

sides; or
(ii) Have an underlying health condition, verified pursuant to 

WAC 192-170-015, that is identified as a risk factor for the disease 
that is the subject of the public health emergency by:

(A) The federal Centers for Disease Control and Prevention;
(B) The department of health; or
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(C) The equivalent agency in the state where the individual re-
sides.

(c) For the purposes of this subsection, a week of a declared 
public health emergency is a week during which a public health emer-
gency has been declared for at least one day.

(7)(a) An individual who has been impacted by a disaster may be 
considered available for work if the individual is available for work 
that:

(i) Will commence after the individual is no longer impacted by 
the disaster; or

(ii) Can be performed from the individual's current location.
(b) An individual is impacted by a disaster when they have lost 

housing, transportation, or another resource critical for accessing 
employment.

WAC 192-270-065  Certification of satisfactory progress.  (1) In 
order to continue your eligibility for training benefits, the certifi-
cation that you are making satisfactory progress in training must be 
signed by the registrar or an equivalent person designated by your ed-
ucational institution. Except for dislocated workers eligible under 
RCW 50.22.155 (2)(a)(i), and disabled individuals as provided in RCW

(c) You are completing sufficient credit hours to finish your ap-
proved course of study within the time frame established under your 
approved training plan.

(3) In the case of self-paced or ungraded learning programs, 
"satisfactory progress" means participating in classes and passing 
certification examinations within the time frame established under 
your approved training plan.

(4) Reasonable delays directly attributable to an infection from 
a disease that is the subject of a public health emergency or a re-
quest from a medical professional, local health official, or the Sec-
retary of Health to be isolated or quarantined as a consequence of an 
infection from a disease that is the subject of a public health emer-
gency will not prevent a certification that you are making satisfacto-
ry progress in training.

(5) Reasonable delays directly attributable to a disaster will 
not prevent a certification that you are making satisfactory progress 
in training.

WAC 192-320-078  Catastrophic occurrence.  For the purposes of

WAC 388-450-0185  What income deductions does the department al-
low when determining if I am eligible for food benefits and the amount 
of my monthly benefits?  (1) We determine if your assistance unit (AU) 
is eligible for basic food and calculate your monthly benefits accord-
ing to requirements of the Food and Nutrition Act of 2008 and federal 
regulations related to the supplemental nutrition assistance program 
(SNAP).

(2) Under these federal laws, we subtract the following amounts 
from your AU's total monthly income to determine your countable month-
ly income under WAC 388-450-0162:

(a) A standard deduction based on the number of eligible people 
in your AU under WAC 388-408-0035:

Eligible AU members Standard deduction
((4)) 3 or fewer (($193)) $198

((5)) 4 (($225)) $208
 5  $244

6 or more (($258)) $279

(b) 20% of your AU's gross earned income (earned income deduc-
tion);

(c) Your AU's expected monthly dependent care expense needed for 
an AU member to:

(i) Keep work, look for work, or accept work;
(ii) Attend training or education to prepare for employment; or
(iii) Meet employment and training requirements under chapter 

388-444 WAC;
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(d) Medical expenses over $35 a month owed or anticipated by an 
elderly or disabled person in your AU as allowed under WAC 
388-450-0200; and

(e) A portion of your shelter costs as described in WAC 
388-450-0190.

AMENDATORY SECTION (Amending WSR 23-07-095, filed 3/17/23, effective

WAC 388-450-0190  How does the department figure my shelter cost 
income deduction for basic food?  The department calculates your shel-
ter cost income deduction for basic food as follows:

(1) First, we add up the amounts your assistance unit (AU) must 
pay each month for shelter. We do not count any overdue amounts, late 
fees, penalties, or mortgage payments you make ahead of time as allow-
able shelter costs. We count the following expenses as an allowable 
shelter cost in the month the expense is due:

(a) Monthly rent, lease, and mortgage payments;
(b) Property taxes;
(c) Homeowner's association or condo fees;
(d) Homeowner's insurance for the building only;
(e) Utility allowance your AU is eligible for under WAC 

388-450-0195;
(f) Out-of-pocket repairs for the home if it was substantially 

damaged or destroyed due to a natural disaster such as a fire or 
flood;

(g) Expense of a temporarily unoccupied home because of employ-
ment, training away from the home, illness, or abandonment caused by a 
natural disaster or casualty loss if your:

(i) AU intends to return to the home;
(ii) AU has current occupants who are not claiming the shelter 

costs for basic food purposes; and
(iii) AU's home is not being leased or rented during your AU's 

absence.
(h) A homeless AU with shelter costs is eligible for a homeless 

shelter expense deduction of (($166)) $179. If the homeless AU has 
shelter costs in excess of this amount, the AU has the option to claim 
either:

(i) The homeless shelter deduction; or
(ii) Actual shelter costs.
(2) Second, we subtract all deductions your AU is eligible for 

under WAC 388-450-0185 (2)(a) through (2)(d) from your AU's gross in-
come. The result is your AU's countable income.

(3) Finally, we subtract one-half of your AU's countable income 
from your AU's total shelter costs. The result is your excess shelter 
costs. Your AU's shelter cost deduction is the excess shelter costs:

(a) Up to a maximum of (($624)) $672 if no one in your AU is eld-

WAC 182-530-7050  Reimbursement—Dispensing fee determination. 
(1) Subject to the provisions of WAC 182-530-7000 and the exceptions 
permitted in WAC 182-530-2000, the medicaid agency pays a dispensing 
fee for each covered, prescribed drug.

(2) The agency does not pay a dispensing fee for:
(a) Nondrug items, devices, or drug-related supplies; or
(b) Drugs administered by a health care professional.
(3) The agency periodically examines the sufficiency of pharmacy 

dispensing fees and may adjust the dispensing fee by considering fac-
tors including, but not limited to:

(a) Legislative appropriations for vendor rates;
(b) Input from provider and advocacy groups;
(c) Input from state-employed or contracted actuaries; and
(d) Dispensing fees paid by other third-party payers including, 

but not limited to, health care plans and other states' medicaid agen-
cies.

(4) The agency uses a tiered dispensing fee system which pays 
higher volume pharmacies at a lower fee and lower volume pharmacies at 
a higher fee.

(5) The agency uses total annual prescription volume (both medic-
aid and nonmedicaid) reported to the agency to determine each pharma-
cy's dispensing fee tier. The following tier levels are effective for 
dates of service on and after July 1, 2023:

(a) A pharmacy which fills ((more than thirty-five thousand)) 
70,000 or more prescriptions annually is a high-volume pharmacy. The 
agency considers hospital-based pharmacies that serve both inpatient 
and outpatient clients as high-volume pharmacies.

(b) A pharmacy which fills between ((fifteen thousand one and 
thirty-five thousand)) 30,000 and 69,999 prescriptions annually is a 
mid-volume pharmacy.

(c) A pharmacy which fills ((fifteen thousand or fewer)) less 
than 30,000 prescriptions annually is a low-volume pharmacy.

(6) The agency determines a pharmacy's annual total prescription 
volume as follows:

(a) The agency sends out a prescription volume survey form to 
pharmacy providers during the first quarter of the calendar year;

(b) Pharmacies return completed prescription volume surveys to 
the agency each year. Pharmacy providers not responding to the survey 
by the specified date are assigned to the high volume category;

(c) Pharmacies must include all prescriptions dispensed from the 
same physical location in the pharmacy's total prescription count;
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(d) The agency considers prescriptions dispensed to nursing fa-
cility clients as outpatient prescriptions; and

(e) Assignment to a new dispensing fee tier is effective on the 
first of the month, following the date specified by the agency.

(7) A pharmacy may request a change in dispensing fee tier during 
the interval between the annual prescription volume surveys. The phar-
macy must substantiate such a request with documentation showing that 
the pharmacy's most recent six-month dispensing data, annualized, 
would qualify the pharmacy for the new tier. If the agency receives 
the documentation by the twentieth of the month, assignment to a new 
dispensing fee tier is effective on the first of the following month.

(8) The agency grants general dispensing fee rate increases only 
when authorized by the legislature. Amounts authorized for dispensing 
fee increases may be distributed nonuniformly (e.g., tiered dispensing 
fee based upon volume).

(9) The agency may pay true unit dose pharmacies at a different 
rate for unit dose dispensing.
