Interpretive Statement PP-24-0001
WSDA Law and Rules and the Sale of E15 Motor Fuel in Washington State.

On April 29, 2024, an interpretive statement was issued regarding 
the sale of E15 motor fuel in Washington state.

The Washington state department of agriculture (department) pro-
vides this statement to clarify that when compliant with federal law 
and otherwise labeled and marketed properly, the sale of E15 motor 
fuel is not prohibited by current law administered by statute (chapter 
19.112 RCW) and rules adopted by the department (chapter 16-662 WAC).

INTERPRETIVE STATEMENT ISSUED

The department of revenue (department) has issued the following 
excise tax advisory (ETA): ETA 3043.2024 - Low-Density Light and Power 
Utility Deduction

The department has revised ETA 3043. This ETA explains the public 
utility tax deduction provided by RCW 82.16.053 to qualifying power 
and light businesses.

RCW 82.16.053 requires the department to determine the state 
average electric power rate each year and inform taxpayers of this 
rate. This rate is used by power and light businesses to compute the 
amount of the deduction. The revised ETA 3043 updates the information 
to provide the rate for the period of July 1, 2024, through June 30, 
2025.
