Beds in Willapa Bay General Permit for Review and Comment

The Washington state department of ecology (ecology) proposes to
reissue the Zostera japonica management on commercial clam beds in
Willapa Bay National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System and state
waste discharge general permit. The current permit was last issued in
March 2020 and is scheduled to expire in March 2025. The revised draft
permit, along with any associated documents, which explain the legal
and technical basis for the permit (permit), are available for review
and public comment from November 21, 2024, at 12:00 a.m. through 11:59
p.m. on January 14, 2025. Ecology will host two informational work-
shops and public hearings on the draft.

Purpose of the Permit: The Zostera japonica management general
permit provides coverage for the use of the herbicide imazamox to con-
trol the nonnative eelgrass Zostera japonica on commercial clam beds
in Willapa Bay. Under the Federal Clean Water Act and State Water Pol-
lution Control Act a permit is required for the discharge of pesti-
cides. Individuals, businesses, and government entities that apply
pesticides either directly or indirectly to waters of the state must
obtain permit authorization for their discharge.

Applying for Coverage Under the Permit: Facilities that have ap-
plied for renewed coverage by September 4, 2024, will continue to be
covered under the existing permit until the new permit is published.
New or unpermitted facilities may obtain coverage under the permit by
submitting a complete permit application to ecology and satisfying all
applicable public notice and State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA) re-
quirements (WAC 173-226-200).

The permit becomes effective January 1, 2025, and expires Decem-
ber 31, 2029.

Purpose of the Permit: Ecology's water quality general permits
address various legal requirements and responsibilities and regulate
the discharge of pollutants to protect water quality in Washington
state. The industrial stormwater general permit authorizes the dis-
charge of stormwater and conditionally approved nonstormwater associ-
ated with industrial activity. The permit is a combined NPDES and
state waste discharge permit that limits the discharge of pollutants
to surface waters under the authority of the Federal Water Pollution
Control Act, Title 33 U.S.C. Section 1251, and limits the discharge of
pollutants to surface and groundwater under the authority of the State
Water Pollution Control Act, chapter 90.48 RCW.

Public Notice Process and Comments: Ecology accepted public com-
ments on the draft permit from May 15, 2024, through July 15, 2024.
Ecology held virtual informational public workshops and hearings dur-
ing this time via online statewide webinars using Zoom on June 20 and
24, 2024. Ecology received written public comments and emails. The
comments and ecology's responses are included as Appendix C of the
fact sheet.
