Subject of Possible Rule Making: WAC 458-20-(New Rule) Watercraft 
excise tax depreciation schedule.

Statutes Authorizing the Agency to Adopt Rules on this Subject: 
RCW 82.01.060(2) and 82.32.300.

Reasons Why Rules on this Subject may be Needed and What They 
Might Accomplish: RCW 82.49.040 requires the department of revenue 
(DOR) to prepare a depreciation schedule (at minimum annually) for use 
in the determination of fair market value for watercrafts, which is 
the basis for measuring the watercraft excise tax. The purpose of this 
rule-making effort is to adopt a watercraft excise tax depreciation 
schedule by rule.

Other Federal and State Agencies that Regulate this Subject and 
the Process Coordinating the Rule with These Agencies: Washington de-
partment of licensing (DOL) will use this depreciation schedule to 
bill and collect the watercraft excise tax from registered watercraft 
owners. DOR is also using data from DOL to prepare the depreciation 
schedule.
