Reasons Why Rules on this Subject may be Needed and What They
Might Accomplish: These amendments expand temporary assistance for
needy families time limit extension hardship criteria under RCW
74.08A.010 (5) (a)(1)[(1)] by adding a temporary time limit extension
related to post-pandemic recovery (from July 1, 2021, through June 30,
2022) and a time limit extension category related to 2SSB 5214 (chap-
ter 239, Laws of 2021) effective July 25, 2021.
