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Subject of Possible Rule Making: Prohibiting the depreciation of 
labor on property claims.

Statutes Authorizing the Agency to Adopt Rules on this Subject: 
RCW 48.02.060, 48.27.020, 48.18.120.

Reasons Why Rules on this Subject may be Needed and What They 
Might Accomplish: The practice of depreciating labor costs on insur-
ance payments for property damage claims floats a significant part of 
the labor repair costs to the consumer and their repair contractor, 
unfairly shifting a burden to the consumer during the repair process. 
The commissioner has seen a steady rise of policy forms that are writ-
ing this practice into their definition of actual cash value. The com-
missioner will consider rule making to prohibit the depreciation of 
labor on property claims.

31, 2021.
