Reasons Why Rules on this Subject may be Needed and What They
Might Accomplish: Planned amendments are necessary to allow special
immigrants from Irag and Afghanistan, who entered the United States as
parolees (under Section 602 (B) (1) of Afghan Allies Protection Act of
2009 or Sec. 1059 (a) of National Defense Authorization Act), to be el-
igible for federally funded benefits.

Other Federal and State Agencies that Regulate this Subject and
the Process Coordinating the Rule with These Agencies: The community
services division will coordinate review of proposed rule making with
the health care authority.
