Statutes Authorizing the Agency to Adopt Rules on this Subject: 
RCW 70.97.100 Licensing requirements—Information available to public, 
residents, families, 70.97.230 Rules for implementation of chapter.

Reasons Why Rules on this Subject may be Needed and What They 
Might Accomplish: This rule making is necessary to implement ESHB 1120 
(chapter 203, Laws of 2021). The amendments to chapter 388-107 WAC 
will reestablish inspection timelines and identify the period of time 
that inspections were held in suspension during the COVID-19 pandemic, 
in accordance with Governor Proclamation 20-18.
