The permit author-
izes the discharge of routine maintenance washing, preparatory wash-
ing, and painting of bridge and ferry terminals and associated metal
structures over waters of the state. The permit is a combined NPDES
and state waste discharge permit that limits the discharge of pollu-
tants to surface waters under the authority of the Federal Water Pol-
lution Control Act (33 U.S.C. 1251) and limits the discharge of pollu-
tants to surface and groundwater under the authority of the State Wa-
ter Pollution Control Act (chapter 90.48 RCW).

Notice of Final Statewide General Permit for Biosolids Management

The department of ecology will issue the final statewide general
permit for biosolids management on June 15, 2022, that will replace
the expired general permit, and will go into effect on July 15, 2022.
This general permit is the primary regulatory mechanism in Washington
for approving the final use or disposal of biosolids.

A copy of the final general permit, permit applications for cov-
erage, and other associated documents can be found at https://
ecology.wa.gov/Waste-Toxics/Reducing-recycling-waste/Biosolids/Learn-
about/permit-actions, or by requesting from the contact listed below.

The general permit will apply to all treatment works treating do-
mestic sewage in the state.

This includes:

. Publicly owned wastewater treatment plants;

. Privately owned wastewater treatment plants that treat only do-
mestic sewage;

. Composting facilities and other separate treatment facilities
that use biosolids as a feedstock;

. Biosolids beneficial use facilities; and

. Septage management facilities.

Regulated activities include production, treatment, storage,
transferring, beneficial use, and disposal of biosolids. Beneficial
uses include application to the land (including septage from onsite
wastewater treatment systems and similar devices), and selling or giv-
ing away biosolids or products derived from biosolids such as compost
and soil products.

The general permit is applicable within the jurisdiction of the
state of Washington. Facilities on federal lands and Washington tribal
lands that manage biosolids wholly within their jurisdiction are not
subject to this permit. Facilities on federal and Washington tribal
lands, and those located in other states or countries that transport
biosolids into the jurisdiction of the state of Washington are subject
to state program requirements, may be required to pay a fee, and may
or may not require coverage under the permit, depending on the reason
for exporting biosolids.

Three hundred and seventy-five facilities submitted a notice of
intent to apply for coverage under the new general permit. A list of
the facilities including what permit section(s) they are subject to
can be found at https://ecology.wa.gov/Waste-Toxics/Reducing-
recycling-waste/Biosolids/Learn-about/permit-actions.

Permit application requirements differ depending upon the cover-
age required. Some existing facilities (those without active manage-
ment programs) will have automatic final coverage on the effective
date of the permit (July 15, 2022). Other facilities must submit a
complete permit application within 90 days of the issuance of the gen-
eral permit, and are subject to further review, and potentially addi-
tional or more stringent requirements following evaluation of their
permit application. All facilities that started operations after Sep-
tember 4, 2020, are required to submit a complete permit application
within 90 days of the issuance of the general permit, and comply with
any State Environmental Policy Act and public notice requirements. Fa-
cilities that have met all these requirements are "provisionally" ap-
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proved for coverage under the general permit. Each active management
facility's application and biosolids program operations will receive a
full review prior to issuing "final" approval of coverage.

Ecology previously sought public comments on the draft general
permit for biosolids management two separate times. The first instance
public comments were sought was on a tentative decision to issue a new
general permit. The comment period ended on January 24, 2020. Ecology
received 25 comments. A response to comments can be found at https://
apps.ecology.wa.gov/publications/SummaryPages/2007017.html.

The second instance public comments were sought was on the draft
statewide general permit. The comment period ended July 12, 2021.
Ecology received 146 comments. A copy of the response to comments can
be found at https://ecology.wa.gov/Waste-Toxics/Reducing-recycling-
waste/Biosolids/Learn-about/permit-actions, or by requesting from the
contact listed below. An explanation of any changes made to the final
general permit, other than editing changes, based on feedback re-
ceived, and the principal reasons for adopting the changes can be
found at the start of the response to comments.

Permits and Fact Sheet for Review and Comment

The Washington state department of ecology (ecology) proposes to
reissue the concentrated animal feeding operation National Pollutant
Discharge Elimination System and state waste discharge general permits
(permits) . The current permits were last issued in January 2017 and
expired in March 2022. The revised draft permits and fact sheet, which
explains the legal and technical basis for the permits, are available
for review and public comment from June 22 through August 3, 2022, at
11:59 p.m. Ecology will host informational workshops and a public
hearings on the draft permits.

Purpose of the Permits: The permits provide coverage for medium
and large-scale operations that confine livestock for long periods of
time in pens or barns and discharge pollution to surface or groundwa-
ter. Under federal and state water quality law (Federal Clean Water
Act and State Water Pollution Control Act), a permit is required for
businesses that discharge to surface or groundwaters of the state. The
permits require specific practices of facilities, such as collecting
runoff and storing manure, applying nutrients to croplands, and adapt-
ing practices based on soil test results to protect water quality.

Applying for Coverage under the Permit: Facilities that reapplied
for coverage by September 4, 2021, and are covered under the existing
permit, will be covered under the new permit. New or unpermitted fa-
cilities may obtain coverage under the permit by submitting a complete
permit application to ecology and satisfying all applicable public no-
tice and State Environmental Policy Act requirements (WAC
173-226-200) . Access to the notice of intent application is available
at https://ecology.wa.gov/CAFO.

Submitting Written Comments: Ecology will accept written comments
on the draft permits from June 22, through August 3, 2022, by 11:59
p.m. Ecology prefers online comment submission via the eComment form
(link below) on the permit web page. Written comments by mail must be
postmarked by August 3, 2022. Comments should reference specific per-
mit text when possible.

Public Workshop(s) and Hearing(s): The purpose of the workshop is
to explain the general permits and to answer questions prior to the
formal public hearing. The purpose of the hearing is to provide an op-
portunity for people to give formal oral testimony and written com-
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ments on the proposed draft permits. Oral testimony will receive the
same consideration as written comments.

The public hearing will begin immediately following the public
workshop and will conclude when public testimony is complete.
