quired.

74.12.290.

Reasons Why Rules on this Subject may be Needed and What They
Might Accomplish: DSHS is required to determine eligibility for "in
loco parentis" caregivers to receive a cash grant for a child while
acting in place of a parent. Planned amendments will support caregiv-
ers in receiving cash and support the well-being and safety of chil-
dren in the care of "in loco parentis" caregivers.

Process for Developing New Rule: DSHS welcomes the public to take
part in developing the rules. Anyone interested should contact the
staff person identified below. At a later date, DSHS will file a pro-
posal with the office of the code reviser with a notice of proposed
rule making. A copy of the proposal will be sent to everyone on the
mailing list and to anyone who requests a copy.
