party should serve one copy on every other party and on any amicus cu-
riae, and file proof of service with the appellate court. In a crimi-
nal case in which the defendant is the appellant, appellant's counsel 
should serve the appellant's brief on appellant and file proof of 
service with the appellate court. Service and proof of service should 
be made in accordance with rules 18.5 and 18.6.
