Purpose: The purpose of this emergency rule is to close Chinook
retention in Catch Record Card Area 11, except for year-round piers.

Statutory Authority for Adoption:

Under RCW 34.05.350 the agency for good cause finds that immedi-
ate adoption, amendment, or repeal of a rule is necessary for the
preservation of the public health, safety, or general welfare, and
that observing the time requirements of notice and opportunity to com-
ment upon adoption of a permanent rule would be contrary to the public
interest.

Reasons for this Finding: This emergency rule is necessary be-
cause the current estimate of Chinook harvest for the summer is 2,724
(97 percent) of the total harvest quota of 2,816 and 2,247 (67 per-
cent) of the total sublegal encounter limit of 3,373 agreed to in this
year's list of agreed fisheries. The harvest quota for Chinook is
nearly taken, suspending Chinook retention now will allow coho reten-
tion to continue through the summer. There is insufficient time to
adopt permanent rules.

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(b) Daily limit 2.
