Effective Date of Rule: Thirty-one days after filing.

Purpose: The purpose of this rule making is to modify the current
rule governing free fishing weekend. The rule, as adopted, restricts
the waiver of a license requirement on free fishing weekend to fish
that do not require a catch record card (CRC). This eliminates the
wavier for shellfish and species requiring a CRC on free fishing week-
end unless the angler/harvester is otherwise lawfully allowed to har-
vest those species (i.e., 1s in possession of a valid license appro-
priate for those species and, if required, is also in possession of
the appropriate CRC).

WAC 220-220-230 Free fishing weekend. The Saturday and Sunday
following the first Monday in June is declared to be free fishing
weekend in Washington. On this weekend a fishing license is not re-

quired for any person, regardless of age or residency, to fish for or
possess fish ((apred—sheltfishand—a—Ffish andwitdlifedands—vehiele—wuse
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si+en+)) for which a catch record card is not reguired. On free fishing
weekend, anglers may fish with two poles in all lakes where it is le-
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gal to do so without purchasing a two-pole endorsement ( (—Puring—free
fishing—weekend)), and a fish and wildlife lands vehicle access pass
is not required to use department parking facilities. Only the 1i-
cense, endorsements, and permit provided for in this section are af-
fected, and all other rules ((imeluoding—the—ecateh record—eard—reguire—
ment)) remain in effect.

Free fishing weekend does not apply to fish that require a catch
record card or shellfish, and any licensure requirements otherwise
provided for by rule continue to apply to those species.
