Effective Date of Rule: November 5, 2022.
Purpose: The purpose of this emergency rule is to open salmon 

seasons targeting chum salmon in lower Kennedy Creek.
Citation of Rules Affected by this Order: Amending WAC 

220-312-040.
Statutory Authority for Adoption: RCW 77.04.012, 77.04.020, 

77.12.045, and 77.12.047.
Under RCW 34.05.350 the agency for good cause finds that immedi-

ate adoption, amendment, or repeal of a rule is necessary for the 
preservation of the public health, safety, or general welfare, and 
that observing the time requirements of notice and opportunity to com-
ment upon adoption of a permanent rule would be contrary to the public 
interest.

Reasons for this Finding: This emergency rule is necessary to 
open salmon seasons in a portion of Kennedy Creek. Chum returns have 
exceeded preseason projections and are large enough to allow recrea-
tional chum retention while still meeting escapement goals. There is 
insufficient time to adopt permanent rules.

get Sound.  Effective November 5 through November 30, 2022, recrea-
tional salmon fishing seasons for Kennedy Creek, shall be modified as 
follows, during dates listed below. All other provisions of WAC 
220-312-040 not addressed herein, or unless otherwise amended, remain 
in effect:

Kennedy Creek (Mason County): From the mouth (500 yards east of 
the northbound Hwy. 101 Bridge) to northbound 101 Bridge: Salmon:

(a) Daily limit 2.
(b) Release wild Chinook and wild coho
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
