Subject of Possible Rule Making: The employment security depart-
ment (department) is engaging in rule making regarding the declaration 
and ending of public health emergencies during a benefit week.

Statutes Authorizing the Agency to Adopt Rules on this Subject: 
RCW 50.12.010 and 50.12.040 provide general rule-making authority to 
the department. RCW 50.20.010 defines benefit eligibility conditions 
for unemployment benefits.

Reasons Why Rules on this Subject may be Needed and What They 
Might Accomplish: Currently, multiple factors for determining a claim-
ant's eligibility for unemployment benefits are impacted by a declara-
tion of a public health emergency. The department intends to adopt 
rules to clarify whether a claim is covered by a public health emer-
gency declaration when the public health emergency is enacted or lif-
ted during a benefit week.

Other Federal and State Agencies that Regulate this Subject and 
the Process Coordinating the Rule with These Agencies: The United 
States Department of Labor (USDOL) reviews the state's administration 
of the unemployment insurance program to ensure conformity to federal 
statutes and regulations. The state has broad flexibility in the im-
plementation of the unemployment insurance laws so long as conformity 
is maintained. The proposed regulations will be shared with USDOL pri-
or to adoption.

Process for Developing New Rule: Draft rules will be shared with 
the public and stakeholders. The department will solicit input from 
all parties and consider all comments in the development of final 
rules.
