WAC 220-313-06000R Puget Sound salmon—Saltwater seasons and
daily limits. Effective May 26 through September 4, 2023, the follow-
ing provisions of WAC 220-313-060 regarding salmon seasons for the
area of Catch Record Card Area 8-2 known as the Tulalip Terminal Area
(defined herein); and effective June 1 through July 12, 2023, the fol-
lowing provisions of WAC 220-313-060 regarding salmon seasons for the
section of Catch Record Card Area 10, shall be modified as described
below. All other provisions of WAC 220-313-060 not addressed herein,
or unless otherwise amended by emergency rule, remain in effect:

(1) Catch Record Card Area 8-2; the Tulalip Terminal Area:
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(a) Tulalip Terminal Area is defined as: Waters west of Tulalip
Bay and within 2,000 feet of shore from the pilings at 0Old Bower's Re-
sort to a fishing boundary marker approximately 1.4 miles northwest of
Hermosa Point and not including waters east of a line drawn from Mis-
sion Point to Hermosa Point.

(b) Salmon: Effective May 26 through September 4, 2023:

(1) Open from 12:00 a.m. Friday through 11:59 a.m. Monday each
week, except closed June 10. Closed from 12:00 p.m. Monday through
11:59 p.m. Thursday each week.

(ii) Daily limit 2. Chinocok min. size 22". Other salmon species,
no min. size. Two-pole fishing allowed with Two-pole endorsement. Re-
lease Chum.

(2) Catch Record Card Area 10, except waters of Elliott Bay east
of a line from West Point to Alki Point, waters of Shilshole Bay
southeast of a line from Meadow Point to West Point, Bremerton Board-
walk, Illahee State Park Pier, Seacrest Pier, and Waterman Pier:

Salmon: Effective June 1 through July 12, 2023: Daily limit 2.
Release Chinook and chum.
