RAP 16.8
PERSONAL RESTRAINT PETITION—FILING FOR SERVICE

(a) Filing Fee. A personal restraint petition will be filed by 
the clerk of the appellate court only if the statutory filing fee is 
paid, unless the appellate court determines that the petitioner is in-
digent or the case is transferred from Superior Court under CrR 7.8. 
The statute governing payment of a fee for filing a petition for writ 
of habeas corpus is controlling.
