Depredation Permits Rule Making CR-102 prior to the filing of same to 
include 'Black Bear Timber Damage Depredation Permits on Public 
Lands'; AND/OR Begin Rule Making for the 2024 Recreational Spring 
Black Bear Hunting Season; AND/OR begin Rule Making for: the 2024 Pub-
lic Lands Black Bear Timber Damage Program Hunting Season."
