Might Accomplish: Sections 1 - 3, chapter 17, Laws of 2023, (ESSB
5272), require the Washington state patrol (WSP) to adopt rules rela-
ted to the enforcement and adjudication of speed violations including,
but not limited to, notice of infraction verification and issuance au-
thorization and determining which types of emergency vehicles are ex-
empt from being issued notices of infraction under the law.
