Subject of Possible Rule Making: Chapter 314-55 WAC; the Washing-
ton state ligquor and cannabis board (board) is considering rule making
to implement E2SSB 5080 (chapter 220, Laws of 2023), enacted during
the 2023 legislative session, related to various provisions of the so-
cial equity in cannabis program. As part of this rule making, the
board is considering creating new, and amending or repealing existing,
rules throughout chapter 314-55 WAC as necessary to implement EZ2SSB
5080.

Statutes Authorizing the Agency to Adopt Rules on this Subject:
RCW 69.50.335, 69.50.342.

Reasons Why Rules on this Subject may be Needed and What They
Might Accomplish: Rules may be needed to implement the following pro-
visions of E2SSB 5080:

. Updating definitions such as disproportionately impacted area
(DIA), social equity plan, social equity applicant, and other
relevant definitions within the scope of the social equity in
cannabis program;

. Creating a framework and process for local jurisdiction input on
outlet density;

. Expanding social equity license issuance and reissuance;

. Providing for license mobility and county threshold establish-
ment; and

. Other revisions as necessary to align current rules within the

scope of E2SSB 5080.
