Title or Subject: Medicaid State Plan Amendment (SPA) 24-0019 Re-
move MAT DATA 2000 Waiver Requirement.

Effective Date: April 1, 2024.
Description: The health care authority (HCA) intends to submit 

SPA 24-0019 to align with the provisions of section 1262 of the Con-
solidated Appropriations Act, 2023, by removing the requirement for a 
Drug Addiction Treatment Act of 2000 (DATA) waiver for prescribing 
practitioners from the medicaid state plan. Under DATA 2000, qualify-
ing practitioners were required to obtain waivers to dispense certain 
schedule III – V narcotic medications, such as buprenorphine, used in 
maintenance or detoxification treatment (medication-assisted treat-
ment). Section 1262 of the Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2023, 
enacted on December 29, 2022, removes this requirement.

At this time, HCA does not have sufficient data to determine 
whether SPA 24-0019 will have an effect on the annual aggregate expen-
ditures/reimbursement/payment for providers dispensing narcotic medi-
cations such as buprenorphine for maintenance or detoxification treat-
ment.
