TITLE
ADMISSION AND PRACTICE RULES (APR)
RULE 4. EXAMINATIONS FOR ADMISSION; NOTIFICATION OF RESULTS

(a) - (c¢) [Unchanged.]

(d) Lawyer Bar Examination. Unless otherwise provided by these
rules, applicants for admission to practice as a lawyer must take and
pass the National Conference of Bar Examiners' (NCBE) Uniform Bar Ex-
amination (UBE) and Multistate Professional Responsibility Examination
(MPRE) .

(1) Washington's UBE minimum passing score is 278 266.

(2) Washington's MPRE minimum passing score is 85, which must be
earned no earlier than three years prior to and no later than 40
months after the date of the administration of the UBE in which the
applicant received the minimum passing score.

(3) The Bar may disclose the results of the lawyer bar examina-
tion to an applicant's law school and the NCBE.
