Reasons Why Rules on this Subject may be Needed and What They 
Might Accomplish: Effective January 1, 2025, planned amendments will 
implement HB 2415 (chapter 154, Laws of 2024) and increase the maximum 
diversion cash assistance payment from $1,250 to $2,000. If applica-
ble, amendments will make additional changes required to improve 
clarity, update policy, or better align rule language with state and 
federal law or regulations.
