Reasons Why Rules on this Subject may be Needed and What They 
Might Accomplish: Administrative interviews, followed by formal hear-
ings, for individuals to contest actions taken by the department based 
on collision reports where liability insurance was not active or based 
on court judgments with unsatisfied balances. Chapter 34.05 RCW focu-
ses on adjudicative proceedings provides standard procedures, includ-
ing eligibility, presiding officers, notice of hearing, hearing proce-
dures, evidence to be reviewed, and decision-making authority.
