Subject of Possible Rule Making: Amendment of WAC 51-54A-0904, 
adoption and amendment of the 2021 International Fire Code require-
ments for licensing for work on alternative automatic fire extinguish-
ing systems.

Statutes Authorizing the Agency to Adopt Rules on this Subject: 
RCW 19.27.035 and 19.27.074.

Reasons Why Rules on this Subject may be Needed and What They 
Might Accomplish: The requirement for only National Institute for Cer-
tification in Engineering Technologies licensing will leave the Wash-
ington workforce without enough personnel to complete required work on 
existing automatic fire extinguishing systems. The state building code 
council has filed an emergency rule and needs to develop permanent 
rules that meet the need for qualified persons conducting work under 
appropriate licenses.
