Effective Date of Rule: Immediately upon filing.

Purpose: Current emergency wildfire rules in effect for Eastern
Washington in Lincoln, Whitman, and Spokane counties need to be re-
pealed due to the reduced threat of fire danger.

Citation of Rules Affected by this Order: Repealing WAC
220-500-03000G, 220-500-04000P, and 220-500-11000G.

Statutory Authority for Adoption: RCW 77.04.012,
77.12.047, and 77.12.240.

Under RCW 34.05.350 the agency for good cause finds that immedi-
ate adoption, amendment, or repeal of a rule is necessary for the
preservation of the public health, safety, or general welfare, and
that observing the time requirements of notice and opportunity to com-
ment upon adoption of a permanent rule would be contrary to the public
interest.

Reasons for this Finding: Because of the risk of fire danger in
parts of Eastern Washington, the department of fish and wildlife pre-
viously adopted emergency wildlife rules for Whitman, Lincoln, and
Spokane counties on September 9, 2024. The environmental conditions
that gave rise to these emergency rules are no longer present and the
emergency rules are no longer needed.
