I. ARRANGEMENT OF THE REGISTER 

Documents are arranged within each issue of the Register according to the order in which they are filed in the 
code reviser's office during the pertinent filing period. The three part number in the heading distinctively identifies 
each document, and the last part of the number indicates the filing sequence within an issue's material. 

2. PROPOSED, ADOPTED, AND EMERGENCY RULES OF STATE AGENCIES AND INSTITUTIONS 
OF HIGHER EDUCATION 

The three types of rule-making actions taken under the Administrative Procedure Act (chapter 34.04 RCW) 
or the Higher Education Administrative Procedure Act (chapter 28B. l 9 RCW) may be distinguished by the size 
and style of type in which they appear. 

(a) Proposed rules are those rules pending permanent adoption by an agency and set forth in eight point type. 

(b) Adopted rules have j)een permanently adopted and are set forth in ten point type. 

(c) Emergency rules have been adopted on an emergency basis and are set forth in ten point oblique type. 

3. PRINTING STYLE-INDICATION OF NEW OR DELETED MATTER 

RCW 34.04.058 requires the use of certain marks to indicate amendments to existing agency rules. This style 
quickly and graphically portrays the current changes to existing rules as follows: 

(a) In amendatory sections-
(i) underlined matter is new matter; 
(ii) deleted matter is ((liRl!Q 0til aRQ 9raskl!ll!Q 91!tWl!l!R Q0tt9le fl8Fl!Al~l!Sl!S)}; 

(b) Complete new sections are prefaced by the heading NEW SECTION; 
(c) The repeal of an entire section is shown by listing its WAC section number and caption under the heading

4. EXECUTIVE ORDERS, COURT RULES, NOTICES OF PUBLIC MEETINGS 

Material contained in the Register other than rule-making actions taken under the APA or the H EAPA does 
not necessarily conform to the style and format conventions described above. The headings of'these other types of 
material have been edited for uniformity of style; otherwise the items are shown as nearly as possible in the form 
submitted to the code reviser's office. 

5. EFFECTIVE DATE OF RULES 

(a) Permanently adopted agency rules take effect thirty days after the rules and the agency order adopting 
them are filed with the code reviser. This effective date may be delayed, but not advanced, and a delayed 
effective date will be noted in the promulgation statement preceding the text of the rule. 

(b) Emergency rules take effect upon filing with the code reviser and remain effective for a maximum of ninety 
days from that date. 

(c) Rules of the state Supreme Court generally contain an effective date clause in the order adopting the rules. 

6. EDITORIAL CORRECTIONS 

Material inserted by the code reviser for purposes of clarification or correction or to show the source or history 
of a document is enclosed in brackets [ ].

The Purpose of the Rule or Rule Change: To amend 

sections of the chapter to update the program rules. 
The Reason These Rules are Necessary: Developed to 

update program and eliminate unnecessary elements and 
to add material for a governing body. 

Statutory Authority: Chapter 72.33 RCW. 
Summary of the Rule or Rule Change: Established 

and describes the developmental disabilities group home 
program.

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These rules are not necessary as a result of federal 
law, federal court decision or state court decision. 

Small Business Economic Impact Statement: The 
compliance directives as found in the amendment to 
chapter 275-36 WAC do not represent increased costs 
to these facilities. These amendments represent a con-
solidation of existing procedures, standards and guide-
lines, found in certification guidelines and the group 
home contract. In fact, liberalization in the standards 
concerning advisory committees, vehicle ownership, and 
more flexibility in staffing ratios, should result in cost 
savings for these business entities. We cannot compare 
the cost of these compliance regulations between small 
businesses and large businesses in that only small busi-
nesses provide these services.

philosophy.

TIAL CERTIFICATION OR INTERIM RENEWAL CERTIFICA-

If such corrective actions are not implemented within specified 
times, the group home certification may be withdrawn and the contract 
may be cancelled. 

(2) In cases where an imminent danger to the health or safety of the 
residents exists or if the home is not in substantial compliance with li-
censing and/or certification standards, the certification of a facility 
and contract with the facility may be suspended immediately.

Where a guardian controls the income and/or estate of an individual 
in a group home, such guardian will reimburse the group home pursu-
ant to the ((abo9-c)) criteria in this section.

The Purpose of this Rule Change: To revise the regu-

lations of the state Board of Health governing on-site 
sewage disposal systems. 

This Rule Change is Necessary: To insure proper ad-
ministration and to allow for newer methods of on-site 
sewage disposal. 

Statutory Authority: RCW 43.20.050. 
Summary of the Rule Change: To revise the regula-

tions to reflect current technical knowledge and admin-
istrative requirements regarding on-site sewage disposal 
systems.

WAC 162-26-080 REASONABLE ACCOMMO-
DATION. (1) Unfair to not accommodate. It is an un-
fair practice for a person in the operation of a place of 
public accommodation to fail to make reasonable ac-
commodation to the known physical, sensory, or mental 
limitations of a handicapped person, when same service 
would prevent the person from fully enjoying the place 
of public accommodation. 

(2) Defined. "Reasonable accommodation" is action, 
reasonably possible in the circumstances, to make the 
regular services of a place of public accommodation ac-
cessible to persons who otherwise could not use or fully 
enjoy the services because of the person's sensory, men-
tal, or physical limitations. 

(3) Reasonableness. Whether a possible accommoda-
tion is reasonable or not depends on the cost of making 
the accommodation, the size of the place of public ac-
commodation, the availability of staff to make the ac-
commodation, the importance of the service to the 
handicapped person, and other factors bearing on rea-
sonableness in the particular situation. 

(4) Carrying not favored. Carrying a mobility-im-
paired person is not required by law and is not an ac-
ceptable accommodation, except in rare circumstances. 
Carrying should be done only when there is no other 
way for the mobility-impaired person to use the facility 
and when it is agreeable to the handicapped person. 

(5) Reference to employment standard. The concept 
of reasonable accommodation is also used in the em-
ployment context. The commission will rely on its inter-
pretations of WAC 162-22-080 and on Holland v. 
Boeing Co., 90 Wn.2d 384, 583 P.2d 621 (1978) for 
guidance in applying this section. 

NEW SECTION 
WAC 162-26-100 STRUCTURAL BARRIERS 

TO ACCESSIBILITY. (1) Statute. RCW 49.60.215 
says that it 

"shall not be construed to require structural changes, 
modifications, or additions to make any place accessible 
to a handicapped person except as otherwise required by 

-law .... " 
(2) Laws requiring accessibility. The principal laws 

requiring that places be made accessible are: 
(a) The state building code, chapter 19.27 RCW, 

which includes the barrier free design standards adopted 
in chapter 51-10 WAC under authority of chapter 70.92 
RCW. The barrier free design standards apply with 
some exceptions to "buildings, structures, or portions

thereof, . . . which are constructed, substantially re-
modeled, or substantially rehabilitated after October 1, 
1976." WAC 51-10-003. 

(b) Chapter 219, Laws of 1971 ex. sess., in effect from 
August 9, 1971, through June 30, 1976. This statute re-
quired that plans and specifications for the erection or 
remodeling of any public accommodation must provide 
for access by physically handicapped persons, for toilet 
facilities designed for use by the physically handicapped, 
and for additional facilities specified in a national 
standard. 

(c) Chapter 35, Laws of 1967, in effect from June 8, 
1967, through June 30, 1976. This statute was substan-
tially the same as the 1971 statute described in para-
graph (b) of this subsection, but was limited in its 
coverage to public buildings. 

(d) RCW 35.68.075, requiring curb ramps in side-
walks constructed or replaced after June 7, 1973. 

(e) United States law; particularly 45 CFR § 84.23 
implementing section 504 of the rehabilitation act of 
1973 (29 U.S.C. § 794), which requires that facilities 
constructed after April 28, 1977 with federal assistance 
be readily accessible to and usable by handicapped 
persons. 

(3) Practices that are not unfair. It is not an unfair 
practice under RCW 49.60.215 to operate a place of 
public accommodation with structural barriers to acces-
sibility of the handicapped when the structural barriers 
were lawful when constructed and are presently lawful 
under the state building code and other law outside of 
the law against discrimination. This exemption does not 
relieve the operator of a place of public accommodation 
of the duty to make reasonable accommodation to the 
needs of handicapped persons as described in WAC 
162-26-080, or to provide arranged service as described 
in WAC 162-26-090. 

(4) When required by law. It is an unfair practice 
under RCW 49.60.215: 

(a) To deny service to any person because of a barrier 
to accessibility when accessibility is required by law; 

(b) To build or remodel in a way that does not comply 
with requirements of law on accessibility; 

(c) To operate a place of public accommodation that 
is out of compliance with a law requiring accessibility; 

(d) To fail to maintain or fail to continue the accessi-
bility of a place of public accommodation that was re-
quired by law to be accessible when it was built, 
remodeled, or rehabilitated. 

(5) Nonstructural changes. After January 1, 1983, it 
is an unfair practice under RCW 49.60.215 for a person 
who is making nonstructural changes in a place of public 
accommodation to fail to eliminate barriers to same 
service when this can be done without substantially 
changing the scope or cost of the project or requiring 
structural changes that are not otherwise required by 
law. Specifically, it is an unfair practice: 

(a) When installing a nonstructural fixture or compo-
nent, to choose and install one that is not accessible to 
the handicapped or that makes the place of public ac-
commodation less accessible to the handicapped. 
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(b) When replacing a nonstructural fixture or compo-
nent, to replace it with one that is not accessible to the 
handicapped or one that makes the place of public ac-
commodation less accessible to the handicapped. 

(c) When relocating a nonstructural fixture or compo-
nent, to relocate it to a place that is not accessible to the 
handicapped, unless no suitable place is accessible. 

(d) When modifying a nonstructural fixture or com-
ponent, to do so in a way that does not eliminate barriers 
to the handicapped, when possible. 

( 6) What is "structural." "Structural" for purposes of 
RCW 49.60.215 means the load-bearing members and 
essential structure or composition of a place, as distin-
guished from its finish, decorations, or fittings. Examples 
of structural components are floors, walls, stairs, door 
openings, sidewalks, elevators, and escalators. Examples 
of things that are not structural are moveable walls, 
bathroom fixtures and partitions, fixtures such as water 
fountains (whether or not attached to a wall), doors and 
door hardware, cabinets, counters, handrails, signs (at-
tached or painted), elevator controls, alarm systems, and 
carpeting or other floor covers. 

NEW SECTION 
WAC 162-26-140 UNFAIR TO REQUEST OR 

REQUIRE WAIVER OF RIGHTS. It is an unfair 
practice for any person to request or require another 
person to waive rights or hold anyone harmless as a 
condition of the use or enjoyment of a place of public 
accommodation by a handicapped person. This section is 
intended to prohibit waivers on the basis of handicap, 
but is not intended to preclude waivers required on a 
nondiscriminatory basis. 

NEW SECTION 
WAC 162-38-070 STRUCTURAL BARRIERS 

TO ACCESSIBILITY. (1) Statute. RCW 49.60.222 
says: 

"This section shall not be construed to require struc-
tural changes, modifications, or additions to make facili-
ties accessible to a handicapped person except as 
otherwise required by law." 

(2) Laws requiring accessibility. The principal laws 
that require that buildings be made accessible are: 

(a) The state building code, chapter 19.27 RCW, 
which includes the barrier free design standards adopted 
in chapter 51-10 WAC under authority of chapter 70.92 
RCW. The barrier free design standards apply with 
some exceptions to "buildings, structures, or portions 
thereof, . . . which are constructed, substantially re-
modeled, or substantially rehabilitated after October 1, 
1976." WAC 51-10-003. 

(b) Chapter 219, Laws of 1971 1st ex. sess., in effect 
from August 9, 1971, through June 30, 1976. This stat-
ute required that plans and specifications for the erection 
or remodeling of any public accommodation must pro-
vide for access by physically handicapped persons, for 
toilet facilities designed for use by the physically handi-
capped, and for additional facilities specified in a na-
tional standard. 
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(c) Chapter 35, Laws of 1967, in effect from June 8, 
1967, through June 30, 1976. This statute was substan-
tially the same as the 1971 statute described in para-
graph (b) of this subsection, but was limited in its 
coverage to public buildings. 

(d) RCW 35.68.075, requiring curb ramps in side-
walks constructed or replaced after June 7, 197 3. 

(e) United States law; particularly 45 CFR § 8423, 
implementing section 504 of the rehabilitation act of 
1973 (29 USC § 794), which requires that facilities 
constructed after April 28, 1977 with federal assistance 
be readily accessible to and usable by handicapped 
persons. 

(3) Practices that are not unfair. It is not an unfair 
practice under RCW 49.60.222: 

(a) To engage in a real estate transaction involving 
real property with structural barriers that were lawful 
when constructed and that are presently lawful under 
the state building code and other law outside of the law 
against discrimination; or 

(b) To maintain real property with structural barriers 
to accessibility when the structural barriers were lawful 
when constructed and are presently lawful under the 
state building code and other law outside of the law 
against discrimination. 

(4) Unfair practices. It is an unfair practice under 
RCW 49.60.222: 

(a) To build or remodel in violation of the barrier free 
design standards, chapter 51-10 WAC, or other re-
quirement of law on accessibility. 

(b) To fail to maintain or fail to continue the accessi-
bility of real property that was required by law to be 
accessible when built, remodeled, or rehabilitated. 

(c) To take any action of the types set out in RCW 
49.60.222 (I) through (IO) against a handicapped per-
son because the real property transaction involves real 
property that is not accessible. 

(d) For an owner of ten or more units of rental prop-
erty who is making nonstructural changes in the rental 
property to fail to eliminate barriers to accessibility 
when this can be done without substantially changing 
the scope or cost of the project or requiring structural 
changes that are not otherwise required by law. Specifi-
cally, it is an unfair practice: 

(i) When installing a nonstructural fixture or compo-
nent, to choose and install one that is not accessible to 
the handicapped or that makes the place of public ac-
commodation less accessible to the handicapped. 

(ii) When replacing a nonstructural fixture or compo-
nent, to replace it with one that is not accessible to the 
handicapped or one that makes the place of public ac-
commodation less accessible to the handicapped. 

(iii) When relocating a nonstructural fixture or com-
ponent, to relocate it to a place that is not accessible to 
the handicapped, unless no suitable place is accessible. 

(iv) When modifying a nonstructural fixture or com-
ponent, to do so in a way that does not eliminate barriers 
to the handicapped, when possible. 

(5) What is "structural." "Structural" for purposes of 
RCW 49.60.222 mearis the load bearing members and 
essential structure or composition of a place, as distin-
guished from its finish, decorations, or fittings. Examples 
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of structural components are floors, walls, stairs, door 
openings, sidewalks, elevators, and escalators. Examples 
of things that are not structural are moveable walls, 
bathroom fixtures and partitions, fixtures such as water 
fountains (whether or n_ot attached to a wall), doors and 
door hardware, cabinets, counters, handrails, signs (at-
tached or painted), elevator controls, alarm systems, and 
carpeting or other floor covers. 

( 6) Modifications by tenant. Rules with respect to al-
lowing tenants to make structural or other changes in 
order to achieve or improve accessibility are set out in 
WAC 162-38-080.

WAC 50--40-050 NETWORK SYSTEMS. Appli-
cation for approval to establish or operate a network 
system in which one or more state-chartered banks, 
trust companies, stock savings banks, or mutual savings 
banks participate shall be submitted in accordance with 
this section. Application may be made either by the 
sponsor or by one or more participating financial institu-
tions. The application shall include the following: 

(I) A copy of a resolution of the governing body of 
each state-chartered bank, trust company, stock savings 
bank, or mutual savings bank participating in the net-
work system, authorizing such participation. 

(2) A list showing the exact location of each proposed 
satellite facility, including the street address, city and 
state. If a satellite facility is to be located in a retail 
store, institution, office building or other type of mer-
chant or business establishment, indicate the name and 
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type of establishment. If a satellite facility is to be lo-
cated in a shopping center, state the name of the shop-
ping center. . 

(3) A list of all equipment necessary to operate the 
network system, including the terminal (specify manu-
facturer), auxiliary equipment, and the data centers 
where transactions will be routed. 

(4) Identification and description of the type of 
activator and personal identification code (PIC) which 
will be used by customers at satellite facilities to access 
their accounts, as well as indication of how and by whom 
the activator and the PIC will be issued, with a descrip-
tion of the security measures to be taken. 

(5) A summary of the design and general operating 
features of the network system. At a minimum, this re-
sponse must include a discussion of: 

(a) the proposed hours of operation; 
(b) the mode of operation (i.e., off-line, off-line with 

on-line terminals, on-line, or a combination); 
( c) transactions and transaction restrictions; 
(d) procedures for verification, authorization, storage 

and posting of transactions; 
(e) receipts, audit trails, "hot-card" files, and any 

other measures used to protect the integrity of the 
system; 

(f) the switch, including (i) an explanation of the 
means by which a transaction is routed to the appropri-
ate data centers; (ii) a description of logging and audit 
procedures for the purpose of verifying transactions pro-
cessed through the switch; (iii) the identity of all data 
centers involved in the operation of the system; (iv) the 
identity of any party or parties other than the sponsor 
responsible for operation of the switch, (v) a description 
of the sponsor's or such other party's or parties' experi-
ence and qualifications in switch operation, and (vi) pro-
cedures for operation during terminal, switch, or CPU 
down-time (whether scheduled or unscheduled). 

(6) If there are financial institutions participating in 
the network system which do not have offices within this 
state, evidence that satellite facilities in the jurisdiction 
in which such institutions are organized are made avail-
able on a reciprocal basis to financial institutions which 
have offices in the state of Washington. 
· (7) Such identification of the party or parties who will 

own and maintain the satellite facilities as the supervisor 
may require. 

(8) Evidence of bonding and insurance coverage for 
the sponsor and other parties involved in operation of the 
switch or network system. 

(9) A corttplete description in full detail of the proce-
dures for protection of customer privacy and the confi-
dentiality of account information. 

( l 0) A summary description of the procedures to be 
used to protect against fraudulent use of the network 
system. 

( l l) Copies of agreements between financial institu-
tion participants and the sponsor. If the agreements are 
in standardized form, a sample will suffice. 

(12) Names and head office addresses of all financial 
institutions who will participate in the network system. 

(13) A description of the method of sharing, including 
the organizational structure of the network system and 
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the basis for sharing capital expenditures and operating 
costs. 

(14) A certified copy of a resolution of the governing 
body of the sponsor which (a) authorizes the supervisor 
to conduct such examinations of the network system and 
its various component parts as are deemed necessary by 
the supervisor; (b) sets forth the agreement of the spon-
sor to pay the supervisor's expenses incurred in such ex-
aminations in accordance with the supervisor's rates for 
special examinations of financial institutions as set forth 
in WAC 50-44-030; (c) gives assurances to the supervi-
sor that such authorization and agreement shall not be 
withdrawn until the expiration of at least thirty days af-
ter notice of such withdrawal has been given to the su-
pervisor; and (d) confirms the understanding of the 
sponsor that failure to permit such examination by the 
supervisor shall be grounds for immediate suspension of 
the supervisor's approval of the network system.

AMENDATORY SECTION (Amending Order R-173,

WAC 480-12-445 INFORMATION TO SHIP-
PER. Whenever a written estimate is submitted to a 
prospective shipper of household goods, the carrier shall 
furnish such shipper a printed statement, in not less than 
eight-point bold or full-faced type, in substantially the 
form set forth below, and the carrier shall make an ap-
propriate notation, on the face of the estimate, that such 
printed statement has been furnished. Where no esti-
mate is given, the statement shall be furnished to the 
shipper prior to the time the goods are moved, and a no-
tation that such statement has been furnished shall ap-
pear on the bill of lading. 

GENERAL INFORMATION FOR SHIPPERS 
OF HOUSEHOLD GOODS BY MOTOR 

CARRIERS 
IN INTRASTATE COMMERCE 

This statement is of importance to you as a shipper of 
household goods and is being furnished by the carrier 
pursuant to a requirement of the Washington Utilities 
and Transportation Commission. It relates to the trans-
portation of household goods, in intrastate commerce by 
motor carriers frequently called "movers" but hereinaf-
ter referred _to as carriers. Some carriers perform the 
transportation themselves. Others act as agent for the 
carriers which do the actual hauling. In some instances, 
the transportation is arranged by brokers. You should be 
sure to obtain the complete and correct name, home ad-
dress, and telephone number of the carrier which is to 
transport your shipment, and keep that carrier informed 
as to how and where you may be reached at all times 
until the shipment is delivered. 

Before completing arrangements for the shipment of 
your household goods, all of the information herein 
should be considered carefully by you. 

Estimates. REGARDLESS OF ANY PRIOR ESTI-
MATE RECEIVED, for the carriage of your shipment, 
you will be required to pay transportation charges and 
other charges computed in accordance with tariffs filed 
by the carrier with the Washington Utilities and Trans-
portation Commission. The total charges which you will 
be required to pay may be more, or less, than the esti-
mate received from the carrier. · 

Tariff. This is a publication by the Washington Utili-
ties and Transportation Commission, Highways-Licens-
es Building, Olympia, Washington, containing charges 
and rules of carriers engaged in the transportation of 
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household goods. The rates, rules and provisions are the 
same for all carriers and tariff is open to public inspec-
tion and may be examined at the carrier's office. The 
tariff rules, rates and regulations of the carrier serving 
you must be considered in determining the charges on 
your shipment. Among the rules and regulations will be 
found special provisions applicable to shipments picked 
up or delivered at more than one place; packing and 
marking; diversion of shipments en route; and additional 
services, the charges for which are called accessorial 
charges, and which include services such as packing, un-
packing, the furnishing of boxes or other containers, and 
carrying goods up or down steps. The tariff of the carrier 
serving you contains rules relating to the subjects which 
follow. 

Preparing articles for shipment. If your shipment in-
cludes a stove, refrigerator, washing machine, or some 
other article requiring special servicing, including dis-
connection, prior to movement, such special servicing 
should be performed by a person employed by you who 
is especially trained to perform the work. Such servicing 
is not the responsibility of the carrier. Similarly you 
should arrange to take down all blinds, draperies, win-
dow cornices, mirrors, and other items attached to the 
walls, and to take up carpets which are tacked down. 
The charge for such service is not included in the trans-
portation charge and will be performed by the carrier 
only at an extra per-hour charge. Under no circum-
stances should you pack jewelry, money, or valuable pa-
pers with your other belongings or matches, 
inflammables, or other dangerous articles. 

Transportation rates and released values. Rates are 
stated on an hourly basis for local moving within towns 
or cities or for any distance thirty-five miles or less. 
((These 1atcs va1y acco1ding to the 1clcascd 01 dccla1cd 
vahrc)) The base rates are established for declared valu-
ation of the shipment, which establishes the amount a 
shipper may recover from the carrier if the goods are 
lost or damaged. The ((lowest 1atc applies when)) base 
rates apply if the shipper releases the goods at a value of 
sixty cents per pound per article. When ((the released 
value is seventy five cents pc1 pound, instead of the 1cg• 
ula1 sixty cents, the h anspo1 talion charge is one hun 
drcd ten pc1 cent of the base 1 ate, and is further 
inc1 cased by ten percent of the base 1 ate fo1 each addi• 
tional seventy five cents pc1 pound of excess uluc de• 
etaTCd)) a released valuation is established by the 
shipper in excess of sixty cents per pound per article on a 
lump sum for the entire shipment, then an excess valua-
tion charge '\viii apply. Alt~rnatively, you may elect to 
ship at the base rate and arrange ((with the ca11ic1)), at 
your own expense, to obtain insurance to protect you for 
a greater amount. Rates for hauling within Washington 
beyond thirty-five miles are stated in amounts per one 
hundred pounds, depending on the distance involved. 
The ((rates also)) charges will vary according to the re-
leased or declared value of the shipment. The carrier's 
tariff provides that at its ((lowest)) base rates the carri-
er's responsibility for loss or damage caused by it is lim-
ited to sixty cents per pound of actual weight of each 
lost or damaged article. If you wish to be paid full value 
for lost or damaged items which are worth more than 
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sixty cents per pound, you must declare, before shipping, 
a lump sum value and pay an extra charge for such val-
ue. Payment of the charge establishes the declared value 
as the maximum amount you may recover from the car-
rier for loss or damage, unless the damage is caused by 
an event or development excluded by the terms of the 
carrier's printed bill of lading, of which you should have 
a copy. If you do not declare any lump sum value, or a 
value less than one dollar and twenty-five cents per 
pound, the shipment will be deemed to have been re-
leased at one dollar and twenty-five cents per pound, 
and an additional charge per one hundred dollars of val-
ue will be applied. If you wish to avoid these extra 
charges, you must agree, in writing, on the bill of Jading, 
that if any articles are lost or damaged, the carrier's lia-
bility will not exceed sixty cents per pound for the actual 
weight of any lost or damaged articles in the shipment. 

Cargo protection. A carrier's liability for loss or dam-
age is limited by the bill of lading, ((its ta1iffs, and the 
value dccla1cd by the shippc1. If you dcshc the benefit of 
the lovvcst lJ anspo1 talion 1 ate, but seek g1 catc1 p1 otcc-
tion than afforded thc1 cundc1, you may put chase ca1 go 
insw ancc 01 othc1 pt otcction. If such p1 otcction is pw -
chased tin ough the can ict, you should 1 cquh c the dcliv= 
ct ancc to you of evidence of such pt otcction ptio1 to the 
time yom goods aJC moved. Such evidence shall consist 
of cithc1 a policy 01 cc1 tificatc of insut ancc, 01 an ap-
pt opt iatc notation on the bill of lading that cat go pt o-
tcction has been putchascd, the aniount thc1cof and the 
chat gc fot such cat go)) the value of goods declared 
thereon by the shipper, and its tariffs. If greater protec-
tion than that afforded under the lowest transportation 
rate is desired, the shipper will be required to so indicate 
on the bill of lading prior to the time the goods are 
loaded. The carrier will assess a transportation valuation 
charge on the freight bill for the greater protection. 

Weights. The transportation charges will be deter-
mined on the basis of the weight of your shipment. Or-
dinarily, the carrier will weigh its empty or partially 
loaded vehicle prior to the loading of your goods. After 
loading, it will again weigh the vehicle and determine 
the weight of your shipment. If your shipment weighs 
less than one thousand pounds, the carrier may weigh it 
prior to loading. 

If you so request, the carrier will notify you of the 
weight of your shipment and the charges as soon as the 
weight has been determined. Further, if you question the 
weight reported by the carrier, you may request that the 
shipment be reweighed prior to delivery. Reweighing will 
be accomplished only where it is practicable to do so. An 
extra charge may be made for reweighing, but only if 
the difference between the two net weights obtained does 
not exceed one hundred pounds (if your shipment weighs 
five thousand pounds or less) or does not exceed two 
percent of the lower net weight (if your shipment weighs 
more than five thousand pounds). The lower of the two 
net weights must be used in determining the charges. 

Exclusive use of the vehicle. If you do not desire to 
have the goods belonging to someone else transported 
with your shipment, you may direct the carrier to grant 
you the exclusive use of the vehicle. In such event, how-
ever, the charges will probably be much greater. 
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Expedited service. Carriers are not ordinarily required 
to make delivery on a certain date or within a definite 
period of time. However, their tariffs generally contain a 
rule to the effect that, upon request of the shipper, goods 
weighing less than a designated weight - usually five 
thousand pounds - will be delivered on or before the 
date specified by the shipper. The transportation charges 
for such expedited service are based upon the higher 
weight (five thousand pounds) and, of course, are greater 
than the charges on shipments hauled at the carrier's 
convenience. 

Small shipments. If your shipment weighs less than 
the minimum weight prescribed in the carrier's tariff, it 
will be subject to the minimum charge provided therein. 
If your shipment weighs substantially less than the min-
imum weight prescribed by the carrier, you should give 
consideration to the possibility that it may be shipped 
more reasonably by other means of transportation, even 
if the expense of crating the items is taken into 
consideration. 

Storage in transit. In case you desire that your house-
hold goods be stored in transit, and delivered at a later 
date, you may usually obtain such service upon specific 
request. The length of time a shipment may be stored in 
transit is limited by the carrier's tariff, and additional 
charges are normally made for such service. At the end 
of the designated storage-in-transit period, and in the 
absence of final delivery instructions, the shipment will 
be placed in permanent storage, and the carrier's liabili-
ty in respect thereof will cease. Any further service must 
be made the subject of a separate contract with the 
warehouseman. If you do not specifically request stor-
age-in-transit from the carrier, but arrange with some-
one other than the carrier to pick up your goods for 
storage, you will be required to pay such other person 
for such service. Some warehouses make separate 
charges for checking goods out of storage, and collect 
dock charges from carriers for the space occupied by 
their vehicles while being loaded. Such charges are 
passed on to the shipper. 

Bill of lading. Before your shipment leaves point of 
origin, you should obtain from the carrier a bill of lading 
or receipt, signed by you and the carrier, showing the 
date of shipment, the names of the consignor and con-
signee, the points of origin and destination, a description 
of the goods, and the declared or released valuation 
thereof. 

Payment of charges - freight bill. You probably will 
have to pay all charges in cash, by money order, or by 
certified check before your shipment will be finally 
delivered. Therefore, when the shipment arrives at desti-
nation, you should be prepared to make such payment. 

When paying charges on shipments moving more than 
thirty-five miles you should obtain a receipt for the 
amount paid setting forth the gross and tare weights of 
the vehicle, the net weight of your shipment, the mile-
age, the applicable rate per one hundred pounds for 
transportation, additional protection, and any accessorial 
services performed. On shipments moving under thirty-
five miles the receipt should show the time the vehicle 
left the premises of the mover and the time the same ve-
hicle returned thereto, the rate per hour and rates for 
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any accessorial services performed. Such receipt is called 
a freight bill or expense bill. In the event of loss or 
damage to the shipment, be sure to have the driver place 
appropriate notations on the freight bill. If the driver 
will not make such notations, you should have some dis-
interested party inspect the damage in the driver's pres-
ence and report same in writing to the home office of the 
carrier. 

Loss or damage. If loss or damage is detected when 
the goods are delivered by the carrier, the fact of such 
loss or damage should be recorded by the shipper on the 
bill of lading, or delivery record. All claims for loss or 
damage must be filed with the carrier, in writing within 
nine months of delivery. Although the carriers are sub-
ject to the rules and regulations of the Washington Util-
ities and Transportation Commission the commission has 
no authority to compel the carriers to settle claims for 
loss or damage and will not undertake to determine 
whether the basis for or the amount of such claims is 
proper, nor will it attempt to determine the carrier liable 
for such loss or damage. If the carrier will not voluntar-
ily pay such claims, the only recourse of the shipper is 
the filing of a suit in a court of law. The names of the 
carrier's agents for service of process in this state may 
be obtained by writing the Washington Utilities and 
Transportation Commission, Highways-Licenses Build-
ing, Olympia, Washington.

cent penalty in a fraudulent overpayment is removed and 
new requirements for recoupment by monthly deductions 
are established.

(b) Legal description of the property transferring, in-
cluding the tax parcel or account numbers; 

(c) Date of sale; 
(d) Type of instrument of sale; 
(e) Nature of transfer; 
(f) Gross sales price; 
(g) Value of personal property involved in the 

transfer; 
(h) Taxable sales price; 
(i) Whether or not the land is classified or designated 

as forest land under chapter 84.33 RCW; 
U) Whether or not the land is classified as open space 

land, farm and agricultural land, or timber land under 
chapter 84.33 RCW; 

(k) Whether or not the property is exempt from prop-
erty tax under chapter 84.36 RCW, at the time of sale; 

(I) Whether or not the property is: 
(i) Land only; 
(ii) Land with new building; or 
(iii) Land with a previously used building; 
(m) A notice of continuance, signed by all new own-

ers, for classified forest land (RCW 84.33.120), desig-
nated forest land (RCW 84.33.180) (RCW 84.33.130) 
or classified open space land, farm and agricultural land 
or timber land (RCW 84.34.108) shall be signed for 
those affidavits conveying land subject to the provisions 
of chapters 84.33 and 84.34 RCW, if the new owner de-
sires to continue said classification or designation. Prior 
to acceptance of the affidavit by the county treasuref, 
the county assessor shall be consulted by the new owners 
to determine if the land qualifies for continued classifi-
cation or designation. The assessor shall note on the affi-
.davit whether or not it qualifies; 

(n) The affidavit shall list the following questions, the 
responses to which are not required: 

(i) Is this property at the time of sale subject to an 
elderly, disability, or physical improvement exemption? 

(ii) Does any building have a heat pump or solar 
heating or cooling system? 

(iii) Does this transaction divide a current parcel of 
land? 
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(iv) Does this transaction include current crops or 
merchantable timber? 

(v) Does this transaction involve a trade, or partial 
interest, corporate affiliates, related parties, a trust, a 
receivership, or an estate? 

(vi) Is the grantee acting as a nominee for a third 
party? 

(vii) Is the principal use of the land agricultural, 
apartments (four or more units), commercial, condomin-
ium, industrial, mobile home site, recreational, residen-
tial, or growing timber? 

(o) The affidavit form shall contain a statement of the 
potential compensating and additional tax liability under 
chapter 84.34 RCW, a statement of the collection of 
taxes under RCW 84.36.262 and 84.36.810, and a state-
ment of the applicable penalties for perjury under chap-
ter 9A.72 RCW. 

Each county shall use the affidavit form prescribed 
and furnished by the department of revenue. 

The affidavit shall be signed by either the seller or the 
buyer, or the agent of either, under oath attesting to all 
required information. 

(2) "Court decree" and "court order" shall have the 
same meaning and may be used interchangeably for the 
purposes of these rules. This shall be the judgment of a 
court of competent jurisdiction. 

(3) "Date of taxability" shall mean the date of trans-
fer as defined in subsection {14) of this section. 

(4) "Department" shall mean the Washington state 
department of revenue. 

(5) "Mining property" shall mean property containing 
or believed to contain metallic minerals and sold or 
leased under terms which require the purchaser or lessee 
to conduct exploration or mining work thereon and for 
no other use. (RCW 82.45.035) 

( 6) "Mobile home" shall mean a mobile home as de-
fined by RCW 46.04.302, as now or hereafter amended. 
(RCW 82.45.032) 

(7) "Mortgage" shall have its ordinary meaning and 
shall include "deed of trust" for the purposes of these 
rules, unless the context clearly indicates otherwise. 

(8) "Nominal sales prices" shall mean sales prices 
stated on the real estate excise tax affidavit that are so 
low in comparison to the actual value of the real estate 
as to cause disbelief by a reasonable person. 

(9) "Nonsale" as defined by RCW 82.45.010 includes 
those real property transfers which, by their nature, are 
exempt from the real estate excise tax (see WAC 458-
61-080: Affidavit requirements): 

(a) Gift, device or inheritance (see WAC 458-61-410 
and 458-61-460); 

{b) Leasehold interest, other than option to purchase 
real property, including timber (see WAC 458-61-500); 

(c) Cancellation or forfeiture of a vendee's interest in 
a real estate contract, whether or not such contract con-
tains a forfeiture clause (Note: Tax exemption applies 
only to transfer back to original vendor or contract 
holder and is not the basis for refund of tax paid on 
original transfer-See WAC 458-61-210{1); see also 
WAC 458-61-330); 
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(d) Deed in lieu of foreclosure of a mortgage(((~ 
Tax exemption applies only to tr ansfcr made under im-
minent threat of fo1eclosnre )) where no consideration 
passes otherwise. See WAC 458-61-210ffi); 

(e) Assumption of mortgage, where no consideration 
passes otherwise (Note: Tax exemption does not apply to

(11) "Sale" shall have its ordinary meaning and shall 
include any conveyance, grant, assignment, quitclaim, 
exchange, or transfer of the ownership of or title to real 
property, including standing timber, or any estate or in-
terest therein for a valuable consideration, and any con-
tract for such conveyance, grant, assignment, quitclaim, 
exchange, or transfer, and any lease with an option to 
purchase real property, including standing timber, or 
any estate or interest therein or other contract under 
which possession of the property is given to the purchas-
er, or any other person by his/her direction, which title 
is retained by the vendor as security for the payment of 
the purchase price. (RCW 82.45.010) 

{12) "Seller" shall mean any individual, receiver, as-
signee, trustee for a deed of trust, trustee in bankruptcy, 
trust, estate, firm, copartnership, joint venture, club, 
company, joint stock company, business trust, municipal 
corporation, quasi municipal corporation, corporation, 
association, society, or any group of individuals acting as 
a unit, whether mutual, cooperative, fraternal, nonprofit 
or otherwise; but it shall not include the United States or 
the state of Washington or any political subdivision 
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thereof, or a municipal corporation of this state. (RCW 
82.45.020) 

(13) "Selling price" shall mean consideration, includ-
ing money or anything of value, paid or delivered or 
contracted to be paid or delivered in return for the 
transfer of the real property or estate or interest in real 
property, and shall include the amount of any lien, 
mortgage, contract indebtedness, or other incumbrance, 
either given to secure the purchase price, or any part 
thereof, or remaining unpaid on such property at the 
time of sale. The term shall not include the amount of 
any outstanding lien or encumbrance in favor of the 
United States, the state of Washington or a municipal 
corporation for the taxes, special benefits, or improve-
ments. The value maintained on the county assessment 
rolls at the time of the transaction will be used for the 
sales price if such cannot otherwise be ascertained. In 
the event that the property is under current use assess-
ment, the market value assessment maintained by the 
county assessor shall be used for the sales price. (RCW 
82.45.030) 

(14) "Date of transfer", "date of sale", "conveyance 
date" and "transaction date" shall have the same mean-
ing and may be used interchangeably for the purposes of 
these rules. This shall be the date shown on the convey-
ance instrument. 

(15) "Used mobile home" shall mean a mobile home 
which has been previously sold at retail and a previous 
sale has already been subject to the retail sales tax under 
chapter 82.08 RCW, or which has been previously used 
and a previous use has already been subject to the use 
tax under chapter 82.12 RCW, and which has substan-
tially lost its identity as a mobile unit by virtue of its 
being fixed in location upon land owned or leased by the 
owner of the mobile home and placed on a foundation

(16) "Wilful fraud" shall mean knowingly making 
false statements or taking actions so as to intentionally 
underpay or not pay the proper real estate excise tax due 
on the transfer of real estate.

WAC 458-61-100 REFUNDS OF TAX PAID. (I) 
Taxpayers seeking to contest the application of the real 
estate excise tax upon a particular transfer of real prop-
erty must pay the tax prior to petition for refund. 

(2) Taxpayers shall obtain copies of the "Petition for 
Real Estate Excise Tax Refund" form from the county 
treasurers' offices, as provided by the department. After 
completing the form, the taxpayer shall submit the form 
and all documentation supporting the claim for refund to 
the county treasurer's office in the county where the tax 
was originally paid. 

(3) If the taxpayer submits the petition for refund be-
fore the county treasurer has sent to the department the 
copy of the affidavit which receipted the tax payment 
now in question, the county treasurer is authorized to 
void the receipted affidavit copies, based upon the crite-
ria listed in subsection (5) of this section, and issue the 
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refund. If the county treasurer authorizes and issues 
.such refund, the voided copy of the affidavit, with a copy 
of the refund petition attached, must be included in the 
monthly affidavit batch sent to the department. If the 
county treasurer does not authorize such refund, the 
treasurer shall send the. petition for refund, along with a 
copy of the affidavit and all supporting records, to the 
department. The procedure for petitions sent to the de-
partment shall follow subsection (4) of this section. 

(4) If the taxpayer submits the petition for refund af-
ter the county treasurer has sent to the department the 
copy of the affidavit which receipted the payment now in 
question, the county treasurer shall verify the informa-
tion on the petition and forward it to the department 
with a copy of the affidavit and any other supporting re-
cords furnished by the taxpayer. The department shall 
approve or deny the refund within twenty working days 
after receipt of the petition. If approved, the refund shall 
be paid to the taxpayer (along with appropriate interest) 
within ten working days after the taxpayer has complied 
with provisions of subsection (7) of this section. If de-
nied, the petition for refund shall be returned to the pe-
titioner with the reason for denial. The taxpayer may 
then appeal the imposition of the tax under the appeal 
procedures. See WAC 458-61-110: Tax appeals. The 
department will return to the petitioner all supporting 
documents which are submitted with the petition for 
refund. 

The authority of the department to issue tax refunds 
under this chapter is limited to the following: 

(a) Transactions that are completely rescinded with 
both parties restored to their original positions. In such 
case monies paid by the purchaser are not retained by 
the seller; 

(b) Sales rescinded by court order. In such case a 
copy of the court decision must be attached to the de-
partment's affidavit copy by the county treasurer (see 
also WAC 458-61-330 - Court order); 

(c) Double payment of the tax; 
(d). Overpayment of the tax through error of 

computation; 
(e) Failure of a taxpayer to claim tax exemption for a 

transfer which was properly exempt; 
(D Nonpayment of valuable consideration by grantee. 
(5) The authority of the county treasurers to issue tax 

refunds under subsection (2) of this section is limited to 
the following reasons: 

(a) Double payment of the tax; 
(b) Overpayment of tax through error of computation; 
(c) Failure of a taxpayer to claim tax exemption for a 

transfer which was properly exempt; 
(d) Rescission of sale prior to closing; or 
(e) Nonpayment of valuable consideration by grantee. 
(6) Only the taxpayer or authorized agent may peti-

tion for a refund of tax. 
(7) Refunds approved by the county treasurer or by 

the department the refund shall be paid to the petitioner: 
(a) After the real estate excise tax receipt stamp has 

been voided on the conveyance instrument provided that 
this conveyance instrument has not been recorded; or 

(b) In the case where the conveyance instrument was 
recorded, after a second conveyance instrument has been 
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recorded to reverse the effect of the original conveyance 
instrument. 

In either of the above procedures (a) or (b), the 
county treasurer or department shall advise the petition-
er of the approval of the refund and the necessity to 
provide the unrecorded conveyance instrument or a re-
versing conveyance instrument. At this time the taxpayer 
is also required to provide the receipted affidavit copy to 
be voided in like manner. The county treasurer shall 
note the issuance of the refund on the affidavit copy 
maintained in county files and shall notify the county 
assessors office of the refund.

(c) Disabled, that is, unable to engage in any sub-
stantial gainful activity by reason of any medically de-
terminable physical or mental impairment which can be 
expected to result in death or which has lasted or can be 
expected to last for a continuous period of not less than 
12 months or, in the case of a child under the age of 18, 
if he suffers from any medically determinable physical or 
mental impairment of comparable severity. Decisions on 
SSI related disability are the responsibility of the office 
of disability insurance benefits, division of medical as-
sistance. 

(d) The ineligible spouse of an SSI beneficiary receiv-
ing a state supplement payment for the ineligible spouse 
is not eligible for medicaid. 

(2) A resident of Washington who requires medical 
assistance outside the United States will be provided 
care according to chapter 388-82 WAC. 

(3) The applicant and/or recipient must be resource 
eligible (see WAC 388-92-050) on the first day of the 
month to be eligible for any day or days of that month.

WAC 388-83-140 ALLOCATION OF IN-
COME-INSTITUTIONALIZED RECIPIENT. (l) 
All institutionalized recipients will retain a specified 
personal needs allowance. 

(2) The AFDC related individual in a medical facility 
is eligible to receive an amount as a cash assistance pay-
ment sufficient to bring income up to the personal needs 
allowance. 

(3) SSI related recipients may retain the current per-
sonal needs allowance plus wages received for work ap-
proved by the department as part of a training or 
rehabilitative program designed to prepare the individual 
for less restrictive placement. The total amount of wages 
received plus the personal needs allowance may not ex-
ceed the ((monthly noninstitutional state supplement 
standatd)) medically needy income level for one person. 
See WAC 388-99-020. There are no deductions for ex-
penses of employment. When the total amount of wages 
received plus the initial personal needs allowance ex-· 
ceeds the ((monthly standa1d)) one person medically 
needy income level, the excess wages are applied to the 
cost of care. 

( 4) In addition to the allocations in subsections (l) 
and (3) of this section, SSI related individuals residing 
in a medical facility throughout a calendar month are 
entitled to the following allocations of income as 
applicable: 

(a) Maintenance needs of spouse not to exceed state 
supplement standard, 

(b) Maintenance needs of family adjusted for number 
of family members living at home, but not to exceed 
highest ((need)) payment standard for a family of same 
size under AFDC, 

(c) Amounts for incurred medical expenses not sub-
ject to third-party payment including but not limited to: 

(i) Health insurance premiums, co-insurance or de-
ductible charges, 

(ii) Necessary medical care recognized under state 
law but not covered under medicaid. 

(d) For a single person, maintenance of the home 
where the individual has been certified by a physician to 
need institutional care for no more than six consecutive 
months. See WAC 388-92-045(1 )(a)(iv), 

(i) Income thus exempted must be used to retain the 
independent living situation of an individual with no de-
pendents through payment of such requirements as rent 
or mortgages, real estate taxes, insurance, gas, electrici-
ty, oil, water or sewer necessary to maintain the home. 
Also see chapter 388-28 WAC, 

(ii) Up to one hundred eighty dollars per month may 
be exempted from the individual's actual income based 
on the verified actual cost to retain the home during six 
consecutive months, 

(iii) The six-month period begins on the first of the 
month following date of admission for medicaid eligible 
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recipients or the date of eligibility for individuals chang-
ing from private to medicaid, and ceases when the pa-
tient is discharged to an independent living arrangement 
or at the end of six months if the recipient has not been 
discharged, 

(iv) CSO social service staff shall document initial 
need for the income exemption and review the individu-
al's circumstances after ninety days. Also see chapter 
388-28 WAC. 

(5) Income remaining in subsections (1), (2), (3) or 
(4) of this section, will be used to compute payment of 
the participation amount (that income remaining after 
allocation of income) at the department rate. 

AMENDATORY SECTION (Amending Order 1725,

WAC 388-85-105 CERTIFICATION OF ELIGI-
BILITY. Entitlement to medical assistance continues 
until the individual is determined ineligible for cash 
assistance. 

( 1) When eligibility for AFDC is terminated:

come or increased hours from employment, medical as-
sistance shall continue for four calendar months 
beginning with month of ineligibility.

(c) Lack of cooperation in WIN or lack of school at-
tendance is not an eligibility factor, redetermination of 
eligibility for medical assistance will be made according 
to appropriate cash program. 

(2) Redetermination of eligibility for medical assist-
ance shall be the same as for the related cash assistance 
program: 

(a) For individuals under age eighteen not related to 
SSI, eligibility shall be redetermined every six months 
using AFDC financial criteria. 

(b) For individuals in medical institutions eligibility 
shall be determined every twelve months. 

(3) Any change in circumstances relating to the indi-
vidual's financial or medical eligibility must be reported 
within twenty days to the CSO. 

(4) Client notification procedures for any change of 
eligibility shall be the same as for cash assistance.

(a) Parent is employed in accord with an approved 
case plan, and ((if)) is not an AFDC recipient ((mmt 
meet the eligibility critci'"Ia"fo1 seasonal day cat e, 01 be a 
tesident of a fcde1ally 1ecognized Indian tesenation)), 

(b) Parent is enrolled in an approved work incentive 
program (WIN) (not to exceed one year) leading toward 
employment, 

(c) For school-age parent to complete secondary edu-
cation or attainment of GED (not to exceed two years), 
subject to approval by the department, 

(d) ((Fo1 pa1ent who is a 1esident of a fcde1ally 1ec-
ognized Indian 1 esenation and is em ollcd in an ap-
p1 oved t1aining p1og1am (not to exceed two yea1s) 
leading towa1d employment, 

te})) Parent to keep physical or mental health 
appointment, 

((ffl)) .{tl Child in need of day care as part of child-
ren's protective service case plan, 

(({g})) ill Provided as child welfare services by a 
professional or other mental health social service agency 
referral for the child's or parent's physical or emotional 
health or support to the family structure. 

(2) Goals for general day care services shall be limited 
as specified in WAC 388-15--0lO(l)(a), (b), (c). Also 
see WAC 388-15--010(2). 

(3) Child care including seasonal day care may be 
purchased for children or families who are: 

(a) Individuals whose gross income is equal to or be-
low thirty-eight percent of the state median gross in-
come for a family of four adjusted for family size. (See 
WAC 388-15--020(2)(d)). 

(b) In need of day care as an integral but subordinate 
part of a child protective service plan, regardless of the 
level of gross family income. 

(4) Eligibility for seasonal day care is: 
(a) Both parents, or the single parent (in the case of 

the one-parent family) must be currently employed or 
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seeking work in agriculturally related work or with 
agencies serving migrant families; and 

(b) Must derive at least fifty percent of the family's 
annual income from agriculturally related work; and 

(c) Must have more than one agricultural employer 
per year; and 

(d) Must have a gross income for the past twelve 
months not to exceed thirty-eight percent of the state 
median income adjusted for family size. 

(5) Standards for in-home care: 
(a) In-home care is the care and supervision of a child 

in his or her own home by a relative or by an unrelated 
person during part of the twenty-four hour day while 
the child's parent(s) are temporarily absent from the 
home. 

(b) When parents request in-home care, a service 
worker must determine the caretaker meets the in-home 
care standards. 

(c) Use of in-home care is appropriate when: 
(i) There is a qualified caretaker available, and this 

type of child care is the parental choice, 
(ii) The number of children in the family requiring 

child care is large enough to make it preferable for in-
home care and/or, 

(iii) A child's physical, mental or emotional problems 
make it necessary he or she remain in his or her home. 

(d) When in-home care is the approved child care 
plan for the child of a parent involved in basic education, 
job training, work experience, or other program DSHS 
is responsible for arranging, approving or paying, the 
caretaker must meet the following minimum qualifica-
tions and fulfill the following responsibilities: 

(i) Be eighteen years of age or older, 
(ii) Be free of communicable disease, including tuber-

culosis, as shown by tests within the year, and every two 
years thereafter, 

(iii) Be of sufficient physical, emotional, and mental 
health to meet the needs of the children in care, 

(iv) Subject to the discretion of the worker, give writ-
ten evidence from a medical authority he or she is in 
sufficient physical, emotional, and mental health to be a 
safe caretaker, 

(v) Produce written references indicating he or she is 
capable of handling children of the ages for whom he or 
she will be caring and has the ability to provide activities 
suitable to the children's ages and interests, 

(vi) Be able to work with children without recourse to 
physical punishment or psychological abuse, 

(vii) Be able to accept and follow instructions, 
(viii) Maintain personal cleanliness, 
(ix) Be prompt and regular in job attendance, 
(x) Expect to be evaluated as specified in subsection 

(5)(d)(i) through (ix) of this section. 
(e) Responsibilities of in-home caretaker. The in-

home caretaker shall: 
(i) Consider his or her primary function that of child 

care, 
(ii) Provide constant care and supervision of the chil-

dren for whom he or she is responsible throughout the 
time he or she is on duty in accordance with the child-
ren's needs, 

(iii) Provide appropriate activities for children in care. 
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(6) Payment standards for day care: The rate of pay-
ment for day care shall be the prevailing community 
rate, not to exceed the maximum rate established by the 
department. 

(a) When the parent or parent surrogate is responsible 
for in-home care, the person will receive payment for 
the cost of child care and will pay the in-home care 
provider according to the amount specified in the ap-
proved child care plan. 

(b) The in-home care provider must sign a receipt at 
the time payment is received. The parent or surrogate 
must send the payment receipt with his or her statement 
of child care provided during the previous month to the 
CSO before the next child care payment shall be 
authorized. 

(c) If total payments to an individual providing in-
home care are expected to be fifty dollars or more in any 
one quarter, the employer's share of the FICA tax must 
be added to the amount authorized for in-home care. 

(d) Payment for child care by relative: Unless the 
performance of child care services by a relative of the 
parent keeps the relative from accepting or continuing in 
paid employment, no payment shall be allowed for child 
care services for the following relatives: Father, mother, 
grandmother, grandfather, brother, sister, stepfather, 
stepmother, stepbrother, stepsister, uncle, aunt, first 
cousin, nephew or niece. Child care will be considered as 
in-home care when care is provided in the house of the 
relative. 

(e) Payment for child care to nonresponsible relative: 
Where a child receiving AFDC is living with a nonre-
sponsible relative not on AFDC and day care is required 
to support the relative's employment, the child is eligible 
for day care.

WAC 16-129-010 DECLARATION OF PUR-
POSE. (1) The director finds that because of the advent 
in the market place of food products which are nondairy 
food products, and filled dairy products, (a) which 
closely resemble, and which are made in semblance of 
genuine dairy products1 and (b) which are manufactured 
in a manner so as to possess in a substantial degree the 
physical characteristics of genuine dairy products, and 
(c) which are frequently mistaken both physically and 
organoleptically for genuine dairy products, and (d) 
which are held out and sold or marketed as being usable 
for the same or similar purposes as genuine dairy pro-
ducts, and (e) which are most frequently packaged in 
the same types, sizes and shapes of glass, paper and 
plastic containers which historically consumers have as-
sociated with the marketing of genuine dairy products, 
and the labeling, appearance characteristics and other 
marketing techniques of said packages or containers 
used for such food products are frequently misleading to 
consumers in that they are confused and led to believe 
that they are buying genuine milk products; and the di-
rector further finds that as a result of the foregoing con-
ditions and circumstances there is insufficient distinction 
in the names and other labeling of the said products de-
scribed above and genuine dairy products; that it is nec-
essary in order to prevent confusion among consumers 
and for the protection of the public health to promulgate 
regulations establishing definitions and standards of la-
beling and advertising for said products. 

(2) It is the finding of the director that RCW 69.04-
.190 provides that rules may be adopted for the purpose 
of promoting honesty and fair dealings in the interest of 
consumers in the following areas: standards for identity 
of the product, standards of quality, and standards of 
fill, and no authority is set for the adoption of regula-
tions as to where the product may be physically located 
at point of sale.

WAC 16-129-020 DEFINITIONS. (1) "Products 
resembling genuine dairy products" means any food 
product for human consumption other than genuine

((ffl)) ill "Genuine dairy products" means those 
certain milk products as defined by ((RC'+Y 15.36.010)) 
RCW 15.36.011, and dairy products as defined by RCW 
15.32.010 and RCW 15.32.051, or regulations adopted 
thereunder. 

((f#)) ill Other terms used in this regulation shall 
have the definition or definitions as set forth in 69.04 
RCW. 

NEW SECTION 
WAC 16-129-025 WHEN PRODUCTS 

DEEMED NOT TO BE FILLED DAIRY PRO-
DUCTS. A "filled dairy product" as defined by RCW 
15.38.020 does not include a product that meets the fol-
lowing conditions: 

( 1) The product bears a statement on the main dis-
play panel of the package or container stating that the 
food product is an "imitation" followed by the name of 
the milk product imitated, i.e. "imitation milk", "imita-
tion cheddar cheese," in letters not less than one-half 
the size of the product name, but in no case may the 
letters be smaller than 18 point type size; and the label 
must also bear a statement that the product contains 
dairy ingredients to which has been added a fat or oil 
filler; and 

(2) The label on the product clearly states the ingre-
dients and nutritional value, to include but not limited to 
vitamins, minerals, protein, and calories, but makes no 
representation or comparison to a genuine dairy product. 

AMENDATORY SECTION (Amending Order No. 
1101, filed 10/18/68) 

WAC 16-129-030 PRODUCTS RESEMBLING 
DAIRY PRODUCTS-WHEN DEEMED TO BE 
MISBRANDED, FALSELY LABELED OR FALSE-
LY ADVERTISED. (1) Any product resembling a gen-
uine dairy product shall be deemed to be misbranded 
and to have a misleading label when its package or im-
mediate container or dispenser bears a statement, or 
legend using dairy terms or words or designs commonly 
associated with dairying or genuine dairy products, ex-
cept to the extent that such words or terms are necessary 
to meet legal requirements for labeling: PROVIDED, 
That the term "nondairy" may be used as an informative 
statement. 

(2) Any advertisement or display concerning a 
product resembling a dairy product shall be deemed to 
be false and misleading if by its content such advertise-
ment or display makes use of any dairy terms, or words 
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or designs commonly associated with dairying or genuine 
dairy products, except that any such word may be in-
cluded in the seller's or manufacturer's registered name 
under which he regularly does business: PROVIDED, 
That this does not include any name registered as a sub-
terfuge to include a dairy term: PROVIDED FUR-
THER, That the term "nondairy" may be used as an 
informative statement. 

(3) No representation or suggestion that any product 
resembling a genuine dairy product is approved or sanc-
tioned by the federal food and Qrug ~dministration, the 
Washington state department of agriculture, or any oth-
er governmental entity, shall be made in any labeling or 
advertisement. 

( 4) Any label concerning a product resembling a dairy 
product shall clearly set forth a list of ingredients of 
which such product consists((, in the event that sttch 
ptodnet contains vegetable fat 01 oil, stteh)). The label 
shall also set forth and name the specific kind of vegeta-
ble fat or oil contained in the product((. If only one oil is 
nscd, it shall be specifically named in the ing1 cdicnt 
statement.)): PROVIDED, That, if a blend ((of)) or va-
riety of oils is used, the ingredient statement shall con-
tain the term "vegetable oil" in the appropriate place in 
the ingredient statement, with a qualifying phrase fol-
lowing the ingredient statement, such as "vegetable oils 
are soybean, cottonseed and coconut oils", or "vegetable 
oil may be cottonseed, coconut or soybean oil".

the department has promulgated rules and prepared 
tables which prescribe stumpage values and make allow-
ances for the relevant factors. 

Pursuant to the duty imposed by RCW 84.33.073 and 
84.33.074 to establish an elective manner for the small 
harvester to report his forest excise tax, the department 
has promulgated rules providing for filing an optional 
short form forest excise tax return. 

WAC 458-40-18600, ( ( 458=40=18670)) 458-40-
18679 through ((458=40=18675)) 458-40-18687 and 
458-40-19000 through 458-40-19004 are promulgated 
for the calendar period ((7/1/82)) January 1 through 
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((12/31/82)) June 30, 1983, pursuant to the rule-mak-
ing requirements, and procedures prescribed or author-
ized by chapter 34.04 RCW. 

These rules shall not be construed to affect any public 
timber contracts in effect prior to August I, 1982. 

NEW SECTION 
WAC 458-40-18679 DEFINITIONS FOR JAN-

UARY I THROUGH JUNE 30, 1983. (I) Acceptable 
Log Scaling Rule. The acceptable log scaling rule shall 
be the Scribner Decimal C Log Scale Rule or other 
prevalent measuring practice, provided that such other 
prevalent measuring practice shall be an acceptable 
scaling procedure and provided that such procedure shall 
be submitted to the department for approval prior to the 
time of harvest. 

(2) Approved Log Scaling and Grading Rules. 
(a) West of the Cascade Summit-Approved Scaling 

and Grading Rule. With respect to the reporting of tim-
ber harvested from private or public lands in areas west 
of the Cascade summit, which areas are designated as 
stumpage value areas I, 2, 3, 4, 5, and 11 in the stump-
age value area map of WAC 458-40-18680, the meth-
ods and procedures published by the Columbia River 
Log Scaling and Grading Bureau, Grays Harbor Log 
Scaling and Grading Bureau, and the Puget Sound Log 
Scaling and Grading Bureau and published as the "Offi-
cial Log Scaling and Grading Rules" by the Puget 
Sound Log Scaling and Grading Bureau, Tacoma, 
Washington are approved by the department for use in 
those areas. 

(b) East of the Cascade Summit-Approved Scaling 
Rule. With respect to the reporting of timber harvested 
from private or public lands in areas east of the Cascade 
summit, which areas are designated as stumpage value 
areas 6, 7, 8, 9, and 10 in the stumpage value area map 
of WAC 458-40-18680, the methods and procedures 
published by the United States Forest Service under the 
title "National Forest Log Scaling Handbook" proce-
dures are approved by the department for use in those 
areas. This log scaling handbook is published under the 
title FSH 2409-11 National Forest Log Scaling Hand-
book, Forest Service, United States Department of 
Agriculture. 

(c) East of the Cascade Summit-Established Grad-
ing Rule. Because the National Forest Log Scaling 
Handbook does not contain grading rules, a separate 
computation shall be made to arrive at the proper grade 
for purposes of determining the timber quality code 
number for timber harvested east of the Cascade sum-
mit. The grade for quality classification purposes of the 
timber harvested from private or public land east of the 
Cascade summit shall be determined by the number of 
sawable sixteen foot logs per thousand feet net Scribner 
Decimal C Log Scale. The computation shall be made 
under the following three-step procedure: 

(i) Step 1. The highest possible total number of sawa-
ble sixteen foot logs which could be recovered shall be 
determined by dividing the sum total of length of all 
sawable logs harvested by the number sixteen. · 

(ii) Step 2. The average net volume per sixteen foot 
recoverable log shall be determined by dividing the total 
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volume harvested (net log scale) by the total number of 
sixteen foot logs as determined in Step 1. 

(iii) Step 3. The total number of logs per thousand 
board feet (MBF) shall be determined by dividing one 
thousand by the average net volume as determined in 
Step 2. 

(3) Codominant Trees. Trees whose crowns form the 
general level of the crown cover and receive full light 
from above, but comparatively little light from the sides. 

( 4) Department. Department, for the purposes of this 
chapter, shall mean the department of revenue of the 
state of Washington. 

(5) Dominant Trees. Trees whose crowns are higher 
than the general level of the canopy and who receive full 
light from the sides as well as from above. 

(6) Forest Excise Tax Payment. Every person who is 
engaged in bu~iness as a harvester of timber from pri-
vately or publicly owned land shall pay a forest excise 
tax _which shall be equal to the taxable stumpage value 
of timber harvested for sale or for commercial or indus-
trial use and multiplied by the appropriate rate as pro-
vided in RCW 84.33.071. 

(7) J:Iarvester. Harvester shall mean every person who 
fro~ his own land or from land of another under a right 
or license granted by lease or contract, either directly or 
by contracting with others, takes timber for sale or for 
commercial or industrial use. It does not include persons 
performing under contract the necessary labor or me-
chanical services for a harvester. 

(8) Harvested Timber-When Determined. Timber 
shall be considered harvested at the time when in the 
o~di~ary course _of business the quantity thereof by spe-
cies is first defimtely determined. . 

(9) Harvest Type. Harvest type shall be a term refer-
ring to the grouping of harvested timber by age and type 
of harvest and shall include and is limited to the follow-
ing harvest types: 

(a) Merchantable Sawtimber, All Ages-The removal 
of timber east of the Cascade summit shall be reported 
as "merchantable sawtimber, all ages", unless the har-
vest type comes within the definition in this chapter of 
"special forest products harvest". 
. (b) Old Growth Final ~arvest. The removal of any 

timber from a harvest umt that is 100 years of age or 
older and west of the Cascade summit shall be reported 
as "old growth final harvest" unless the harvest type 
comes within the definition in this chapter of "special 
forest products harvest". 

(c) Special Forest Products. The removal of Christ-
mas trees (except as provided in RCW 84.33.170), shake 
blocks and boards, and posts and other western redcedar 
products shall be reported as "special forest products 
harvest". 

(d) Thinning. The removal of timber from a harvest 
unit meeting all the following conditions: 

(i) Harvest unit located west of the Cascade summit; 
(ii) Timber that is less than 100 years of age; 
(iii) The total merchantable volume which is removed 

is less than forty percent of the total merchantable vol-
ume of the harvest unit prior to harvest; 

(iv) Not more than forty percent of the total volume 
removed is from the dominant and codominant trees; 
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(v) The trees removed in the harvest operation shall 
be distributed over the entire harvest unit. 

(e) Young Growth Final Harvest. The removal of any 
timber from a harvest unit that is less than 100 years of 
age and does not meet the definition of thinning in para-
graph (d) of this section and west of the Cascade sum-
mit shall be reported as "young growth final harvest" 
unless the harvest type comes within the definition in 
this chapter of "special forest products harvest" or with-
in the definition of "thinning harvest". 

(10) Harvest Unit. A harvest unit is a harvest area 
having the same forest excise tax permit number, 
stumpage value area, hauling distance zone, harvest 
type, harvest adjustments and harvester. A harvest unit 
may include more than one section. 

(11) MBF. As used herein MBF shall mean one 
thousand board feet measured in Scribner Decimal C 
Log Scale Rule. 

(12) Private Timber. Private timber is all timber har-
vested from privately owned lands. 

(13) Public Timber. Public timber is timber harvested 
from state, federal, municipal, and other government 
owned lands. 

(14) Sawlog. Sawlog shall mean any log large enough 
to produce one-third of its gross volume in sound lumber 
or other products that can be sawed. 

(15) Species. Species designation is a biologically-
based grouping of harvested timber and shall include but 
is not limited to the following designations of species and 
subclassifications thereof (as defined in Agriculture 
Handbook No. 541 Checklist of United States Trees 
(Native and Naturalized)): 

(a) West of the Cascade summit: 
(i) "Douglas-fir", "western hemlock", "true fir", 

"western redcedar", "noble fir", "Sitka spruce", 
"Alaska-cedar", "red alder", and "cottonwood" shall be 
reported as separate species where designated as such in 
the stumpage value tables of WAC 458-40-18674. 

(ii) In areas west of the Cascade summit, species des-
ignations for the harvest type "special forest products" 
shall be "western redcedar" (shake blocks and boards), 
"western redcedar" (ftatsawn and shingle blocks), 
"western redcedar and other" (posts), "Douglas-fir" 
(Christmas trees), "true fir and others" (Christmas 
trees). 

(b) East of the Cascade summit: 
(i) "Ponderosa pine", "lodgepole pine", "western 

w bite pine", "Douglas-fir", "western hemlock", "true 
fir", "western redcedar", "western larch" and "Engel-
mann spruce" shall be reported as separate species 
where designated as such in the stumpage value tables of 
WAC 458-40-18674. 

(ii) In areas east of the Cascade summit, species des-
ignations for the harvest type "special forest products" 
shall be "western redcedar" (ftatsawn and shingle 
blocks), "lodgepole pine and other" (posts), "pine" 
(Christmas trees), "Douglas-fir and other" (Christmas 
trees). 
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( c) All areas: 
(i) "Other conifer", as used in the stumpage value 

tables, shall be all other conifers not separately desig-
nated in the applicable stumpage value tables. 

(ii) "Hardwood", and "other hardwood", as used in 
the stumpage value tables, shall be all hardwoods not 
separately designated in the applicable stumpage value 
tables. 

(iii) "Utility", "conifer utility", and "hardwood utili-
ty" are separate species as defined by the "Official Log 
Scaling and Grading Rules" published by the Puget 
Sound Log Scaling and Grading Bureau and shall be 
reported as separate species where designated as such in 
the stumpage value tables. 

(16) Stumpage Value Area. A stumpage value area is 
an area with specified boundaries which contains timber 
having similar growing, harvesting, and marketing con-
ditions. Presently, there are eleven such stumpage value 
areas designated in the state of Washington as shown 
under WAC 458-40-18680. Stumpage value areas 1, 2, 
3, 4, 5, and 11 are located west of the Cascade summit 
and stumpage value areas 6, 7, 8, 9, and 10 are located 
east of the Cascade summit. 

(17) Stumpage Value of Timber. The stumpage value 
of timber shall be the appropriate value for each species 
of timber harvested, or for each species of "special forest 
product" reported, as set forth in the stumpage value 
tables under WAC 458-40-18683. 

(18) Timber. Timber shall include forest trees, stand-
ing or down, on privately or publicly owned land, and 
except as provided in RCW 84.33.170 includes Christ-
mas trees, shake blocks and boards, posts and other 
western redcedar products. 

(19) Timber Quality Code Number. The timber qual-
ity code number is a number assigned to the harvest of a 
particular species within a harvest type under WAC 
458-40-18682, and is based upon the constituent per-
centage of log grade specifications within the total vol-
ume of timber harvested for that particular species. 

(20) This rule shall not be construed to affect any 
public timber contracts in effect prior to August 1, 1982.

NEW SECTION 

WAC 458-40-18684 HARVESTER ADJUST-
MENTS-TABLES FOR JANUARY 1 THROUGH 
JUNE 30, 1983. In order to make reasonable and ade-
quate allowances for costs of removal and size of logging 
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operation in computation of stumpage value rates as re-
quired by RCW 84.33.071 (3), the department has pre-
pared tables which allow for adjustments to the 
stumpage value rates derived from the stumpage value 
tables of WAC 458-40-18683. 

Harvest adjustments relating to harvest volume per 
acre, logging conditions and average volume per log shall 
be allowed against the stumpage value rates for the des-
ignated harvest types and in the designated stumpage 
value areas as set forth in the following tables with the 
following limitations: 

(1) No harvest adjustment shall be allowed 
against "special forest products". 

(2) No harvest adjustment shall be allowed 
against "utility", "conifer utility", and 
"hardwood utility". 

(3) Rates for the harvest type "old growth final 
harvest", shall be adjusted to a value no 
lower than $10 per thousand board feet. 

(4) Rates for the harvest type "young growth 
final harvest", conifers, shall be adjusted to 
a value no lower than $5 per thousand board 
feet. 

(5) Stumpage value rates for conifers within the 
harvest type "merchantable sawtimber, all 
ages", shall be adjusted to a value no lower 
than $5 per thousand board feet. 

(6) Stumpage value rates for "hardwood" and 
for "thinning harvest" shall be adjusted to a 
value no lower than $1 per thousand board 
feet. 

Timber harvesters planning to remove timber from 
areas having damaged timber may apply to the depart-
ment of revenue for adjustment in stumpage value rates. 
Such applications should contain a map with the legal 
description of the area from which· the timber will be 
removed, a description of the damage sustained by the 
timber, and a listing of additional costs incurred. Such 
applications should be sent to the Department of Reve-
nue AX-02, Forest Tax Division, General Administra-
tion Building, Olympia, Washington 98504, before the 
harvest commences. 

In the event the extent of such timber damage or ad-
ditional costs are not known at the time the application 
is filed, the harvester may supplement the application 
when the necessary information is obtained, but in no 
event later than 90 days following completion of the 
harvest unit. 

Upon application from any person who plans to har-
vest damaged timber the department will make a deter-
mination as to the amount of adjustment to be allowed. 
The harvester will be notified by the department of the 
amount of the adjustment. This amount can then be 
taken as a credit against tax liabilities or if the harvester 
is no longer harvesting, a refund will be authorized.

It does 
not include persons performing under contract the nec-
essary labor or mechanical services for a harvester, and 
it does not include harvests of forest products classified 
by the depaitment of revenue as special forest products 
including Christmas trees, posts, shake boards, bolts, 
ftatsawn and shingle blocks. 

(2) Harvesting and Marketing. Harvesting and mar-
keting costs means only those costs directly associated 
with harvesting the timber from the land and delivering 
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it to the buyer and may include the costs of disposing of 
logging residues but it does not include any other costs 
which are not directly and exclusively related to har-
vesting and marketing of the timber such as costs of 
permanent roads or costs of reforesting the land follow-
ing harvest. 

(3) Stumpage Value. Stumpage value shall be deter-
mined by the following methods, whichever is most ap-
propriate to the circumstances of the harvest: 

(a) Sale of Logs - Timber which has been severed 
from the stump and cut into various lengths for further 
processing. A landowner who has sold logs for a per-
centage share of gross receipts should report the share 
received under WAC 458-40-18686 (3)(b). The taxable 
stumpage value is the actual gross receipts from the 
harvested timber less the costs of harvesting and 
marketing. 

(b) Sale of Stumpage - Standing or fallen trees which 
have not been severed from the stump, providing harvest 
occurs within 12 months of sale. If harvest occurs more 
than 12 months after sale report under WAC 458-40-
18686 (3)(a). The taxable stumpage value is the actual 
gross receipts received for the timber from the most re-
cent sale prior to harvest. No harvesting and marketing 
cost deduction is allowable. 

(4) This rule shall not be construed to affect any pub-
lic timber contracts in effect prior to August 1, 1982. 

NEW SECTION 
WAC 458-40-18687 TAXABLE STUMPAGE 

VALUE FOR JANUARY l THROUGH JUNE 30 
1983. Taxable stumpage value shall be the stumpag~ 
value as determined by WAC 458-40-18686(3) (a) or 
(b). Actual harvesting and marketing costs must be used 
in all instances where documented records are available. 
When the taxpayer is unable to provide documented 
proof of harvesting and marketing costs, the deduction 
shall be a percentage of the gross receipts from the sale 
of the harvested timber as determined by the department 
of revenue.

I, Sam Kinville, director of the Department of Labor 
and Industries, do promulgate and adopt at the Direc-
tor's Office, General Administration Building, Olympia, 
Washington 98504, the annexed rules relating to work-
ers' compensation coverage under Title 51 RCW. This 
emergency rule amends one section and adds one new 
section to chapter 296-17 WAC; rules, classifications, 
rates, and rating system for Washington workmen's 
compensation insurance. These rules provide for a 
change of language of a risk classification that was in-
advertently omitted during the November 1982 public 
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hearing, and a rule governing the assigning of a risk 
classification to workers supporting separate operations 
while performing the same duties. 

I, Sam Kinville, find that an emergency exists and 
that this order is necessary for the preservation of the 
public health, safety, or general welfare and that obser-
vance of the requirements of notice and opportunity to 
present views on the proposed action would be contrary 
to public interest. A statement of the facts constituting 
the emergency is that an inequity currently exists in the 
paying of workers compensation premiums by employers 
that have in their employment workers whose duties 
support a number of separate operations of the employer 
but are not exposed to the operative hazards of the op-
eration and that an existing rule contains language that 
is vague and unclear as to its intent and is difficult to 
administer. Emergency adoption of these rules prior to 
formal adoption will allow for a smooth transition and 
not subject employers to variable reporting requirements 
for the same reporting period. In certain cases these 
changes will reduce premium costs to employers but 
should not result in any increased premium costs. 

These rules are therefore adopted as emergency rules 
to take effect upon filing with the code reviser. 

This rule is promulgated pursuant to RCW 
51.04.020( l) which directs that the Department of La-
bor and Industries has authority to implement the provi-
sions of RCW 51.16.035, Classification of occupations or 
industries-Premium rates fixed, readjusted-Rules and 
regulations authorized-Employer group plans.

(d) special equipment, including temporary structures such· as 

speakers' stands, platforms, lecterns, chairs, benches or the like, and 
any sound amplification equipment to be used in connection with the 
event; 

(e) special facilities, including emergency first aid, additional sani-
tation and refuse collection facilities, to be used in connection with the 
event; 

(f) crowd control to be provided by the event sponsor; 
(g) designation of a responsible contact individual with whom park 

officials may coordinate event activities, plans and preparations. 
(3) The equipment and facilities referenced in subsections (2)(d) 

and (e), above, are to be provided by the event sponsor, unless other 
mutually satisfactory arrangements are made to use locally available 
Commission owned equipment and facilities. 

(4) Permit applications, along with a $10.00 nonrefundable permit 
fee, are to be submitted to the Director, Washington State Parks and 
Recreation Commission, 7150 Cleanwater Lane, Olympia, Washington 
98504, and should be received at least twenty days in advance of the 
proposed event. 

(5) The director will issue a permit on proper application unless: 
(a) a prior application for the same time and place has been made 

which has been or will be granted; or 
(b) the event will present a clear and present danger to the public 

health or safety; or 
(c) the event is of such nature or duration that it cannot reasonably 

be accommodated in the particular park area applied for. 
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(6) All permit applications submitted within the time prescribed in 
subsection (4), above, will be deemed granted if not denied or other-
wise conditioned as herein specified, and the applicant notified of such 
action, within five working days of receipt of the application. All other 
permit applications shall require written or verbal approval of the 
director. 

(7) The permit may contain such conditions as are reasonably con-
sistent with protection and use of the park area for the purposes for 
which it is maintained. It may also contain reasonable limitations on 
the time and area within which the event is permitted. 

(8) Applicants whose permit application is denied may in writing 
request, that the Commission seek judicial review of the denial, in 
which event the Commission shall timely seek a declaratory judgment 
pursuant to the Uniform Declaratory Judgment Act, chapter 7.24 
RCW, and Superior Court Rule 57, in the Superior Court for 
Thurston County.

We, the Game Commission, find that an emergency 
exists and that the foregoing order is necessary for the 
preservation of the public health, safety, or general wel-
fare and that observance of the requirements of notice 
and opportunity to present views on the proposed action 
would be contrary to the public interest. A statement of 
facts constituting such emergency is the Snake River is a 
major tributary of the Columbia River and, as such, 
historically contained a large run of "A" stock and "B" 
stock steelhead. "A" stock steelhead typically pass 
Bonneville Dam prior to August 25 and consist mainly 
of fish returning after one and two years of residence in 
the ocean. In Washington, fish entering the Grande 
Ronde, Tucannon, Touchet, Alpowa, Walla Walla, 
Asotin, Pataha, and other tributaries are "A" stock. "B" 
stock steelhead are predominantly found in the 
Clearwater and Salmon river drainages of Idaho. Due to 
the mortality inflicted by dams, both "A" and "B" stock 
steelhead destined for the Snake River have declined 
dramatically to the point where escapement objectives 
for wild fish have not been met in recent years. Due to 
the fact that the Columbia and Snake rivers contain a 
mixture of stocks of varying strengths bound for tribu-
taries in Washington, Oregon and Idaho, any non-se-
lective, consumptive fishery in the mainstem of the 
Snake River would overfish weak stocks (wild fish) 
comingled with stronger stocks (predominantly hatchery 
origin). A selective consumptive fishery based only on 
hatchery stocks (with dorsal fins generally less than 2-
1/4" in height) would allow utilization of this stronger 
stock while adult wild fish with dorsal fins greater than 
2-1/4" in height would be released. Mitigation for 
Snake River dams will begin in Washington in the 
spring of 1983 with Lyons Ferry Hatchery producing 
smolts for most Washington tributaries. The source of 
part of the production at Lyons Ferry is wild "A" stock 
fish spawned at Oregon's Wallowa Hatchery, tributary 
to the Grande Ronde. It is imperative that wild Grande 
Ronde-Wallowa fish be protected in order to provide a 
source of eggs for rebuilding depressed Snake River wild 
runs.

LIMITED PRACTICE RULE FOR CLOSING 

OFFICERS 
(a) Purpose. The purpose of this rule is to authorize 

certain lay persons to select, prepare and complete legal 
documents incident to the closing of real estate and per-
sonal property transactions and to prescribe the condi-
tions of and limitations upon such activities. 

(b) Limited Practice Board. 
(I) Establishment. There is hereby established a Lim-

ited Practice Board (referred to herein as the "Board") 
consisting of nine members to be appointed by the Su-
preme Court of the State of Washington. Not less than 
four of the members of the Board must be admitted to 
the practice of law in the State of Washington. Four of 
the members of the Board shall be business representa-
tives, one each of the following four industries: escrow, 
lending, title insurance, and real estate. Of the members 
first appointed, two shall be appointed for 1 year, three 
for 2 years, two for 3 years, and two for 4 years. There-
after, appointments shall be for 4-year terms. No mem-
ber may serve more than two consecutive terms. Terms 
shall end on December 31 of the applicable year, except 
that no term shall end prior December 31, 1984. The 
Supreme Court shall designate one of the members of 
the Board as chairperson. 

(2) Duties and Powers. 
(i) Applications. The Board shall accept and process 

applications for certification under this rule. 
(ii) Examination. The Board shall conduct the exami-

nation for certification required by this rule. The exami-
nation shall consist of such questions as the Board may 
select on such subjects as may be listed by the Board 
and approved by the Supreme Court.

(iii) Investigation and recommendation for admission. 
The Board shall notify each applicant of the results of 
the examination and shall recommend to the Supreme 
Court the admission or rejection of each applicant. The 
Supreme Court shall enter an order admitting to limited 
practice those applicants it deems qualified, conditioned 
upon each applicant taking an oath that he or she will 
comply with this rule and paying to the Board the annu-
al fee for the current year. Upon the entry of such order, 
the taking and filing of the oath, and payment of the 
annual fee, an applicant shall be enrolled as a certified 
closing officer and shall be entitled to perform those ser-
vices permitted by this rule. The oath must be taken be-
fore a court of record in the State of Washington. 

(iv) Education. The Board shall approve individual 
courses and may accredit all or portions of the entire 
educational program of a given organization which, in 
the Board's judgment, will satisfy the educational re-
quirement of these rules. It shall determine the number 
of credit hours to be allowed for each such course. It 
shall encourage the offering of such courses and pro-
grams by established organizations, whether offered 
within or outside this state. 

(v) Grievances and discipline. The Board shall adopt 
hearing and appeal procedures and shall hear complaints

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of persons aggrieved by the failure of certified closing 
officers to comply with the requirements of this rule. 
Upon a finding by the Board that a certified closing offi-
cer has failed to comply in any material manner with the 
requirements of this rule, the Board shall take such ac-
tion as may be appropriate to the degree of the violation, 
considering also the number of violations and the previ-
ous disciplinary record of the closing officer. Disciplinary 
action may include admonitions, letters of censure, rep-
rimands, and recommendations to the Supreme Court 
for the suspension or revocation of the closing officer's 
certification. 

(vi) Investigation. Upon the receipt of a complaint 
that a closing officer has violated the provisions of this 
rule and in other appropriate circumstances, the Board 
may investigate the conduct of the closing officer to de-
termine whether the closing officer has violated the re-
quirements, conditions or limitations imposed by this 
rule. 

(vii) Approval of forms. The Board shall approve 
standard forms for use by closing officers in the per-
formance of services authorized by this rule. 

(viii) Fees. The Board shall establish and collect ex-
amination and annual fees in such amounts as are nec-
essary to carry out the duties and responsibilities of the 
Board. 

(ix) Regulations. The Board shall propose regulations 
to implement the provisions of this rule for adoption by 
the Supreme Court. 

(x) Interim certification and approval of forms. The 
Board may adopt regulations permitting interim certifi-
cation of closing officers and approval of forms pending 
adoption of final regulations and the initial certification 
of successful applicants pursuant to this rule, provided 
that this interim certification shall expire 1 year from 
the date of adoption of this rule. 

(3) Expenses of the Board. Members of the Board 
shall not be compensated for their services. For their ac-
tual and necessary expenses incurred in the performance 
of their duties, they shall be reimbursed by the Board in 
a manner consistent with its rules. The Board may con-
tract with agencies or organizations to carry out its ad-
ministrative functions. All such expenses shall be paid 
pursuant to a budget submitted to and approved by the 
Supreme Court on an annual basis. Funds accumulated 
from examination fees, annual fees, and other revenues 
shall be used to defray all expenses of the Board. 

(c) Certification Requirements. An applicant for cer-
tification as a closing officer shall: 

(1) Age. Be at least 18 years of age. 
(2) Moral Character. Be of good moral character. 
(3) Examination. Satisfy the examination require-

ments established by the Board. 
(4) Oath. Execute under oath and file with the Board 

two copies of his or her application, one of which shall 
be in the applicant's own handwriting, in such form as 
may be required by the Board. Additional proof of any 
fact stated in the application may be required by the 
Board. In the event of the failure or refusal of an appli-
cant to furnish any information or proof, or to answer 
any interrogatories of the Board pertinent to the pending 
application, the Board may deny the application. The 
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form of the application shall be prescribed by the Board 
by regulation adopted pursuant to this rule. 

(5) Examination Fee. Pay, upon the filing of an appli-
cation, the examination fee. 

(d) Scope of Practice Authorized by Limited Practice 
Rule. Notwithstanding any provision of any other rule to 
the contrary, a person certified as a closing officer under 
this rule may select, prepare and complete documents in 
a form previously approved by the Board for use in clos-
ing a loan, extension of credit, sale or other transfer of 
real or personal property. Such documents shall be lim-
ited to deeds, promissory notes, guaranties, deeds of 
trust, reconveyances, mortgages, satisfactions, security 
agreements, releases, Uniform Commercial Code docu-
ments, assignments, contracts, real estate excise tax affi-
davits, and bills of sale. Other documents may be from 
time to time approved by the Board with the concur-
rence of the Supreme Court. 

(e) Conditions Under Which Certified Closing Offi-
cers May Prepare and Complete Documents. Certified 
closing officers may render services authorized by this 
rule only under the following conditions and with the 
following limitations: 

( 1) Agreement of the Parties. Prior to the perform-
ance of the services, all parties to the transaction shall 
have agreed in writing to the basic terms and conditions 
of the transaction. 

(2) Disclosures to the Parties. The closing officer shall 
advise the parties of the limitations of the services rend-
ered pursuant to this rule and shall further advise them 
in writing: 

(i) that the closing officer is not acting as the advocate 
or representative of either of the parties; 

(ii) that the documents prepared by the closing officer 
will affect the legal rights of the parties; 

(iii) that the parties' interests in the documents may 
differ; 

(iv) that the parties have a right to be represented by 
lawyers of their own selection; and . 

(v) that the closing officer cannot give legal advice as 
to the manner in which the documents affect the parties. 

(f) Continuing Certification Requirements. 
( 1) Continuing Education. Each certified closing offi-

cer must complete a minimum number of credit hours of 
approved or accredited education, as prescribed by regu-
lation of the Board, during each calendar year after the 
effective date of this rule in courses certified by the 
Board to be appropriate for study by closing officers 
providing services pursuant to this rule; provided, that 
the certified closing officer shall not be required to com-
ply with this subsection during the calendar year in 
which he or she is initially certified. 

(2) Financial Responsibility. Each certified closing of-
ficer or employer thereof shall show proof of ability to 
respond in damages resulting from his or her acts or 
omissions in the performance of services permitted by 
this rule. The proof of financial responsibility shall be in 
such form and in such amount as the Board may by 
regulation prescribe. 

(3) Annual Fee. Each certified closing officer must 
pay the annual fee established by the Board. 
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(g) Existing Law Unchanged. This rule shall in no 
way expand, narrow or affect existing law in the follow-
ing areas: 

(1) The fiduciary relationship between a certified 
closing officer and his or her customers or clients; 

(2) Conflicts of interest that may arise between the 
certified closing officer and a client or customer; 

(3) The right to act as one's own attorney under the 
pro se exception to the unauthorized practice of law in-
cluding but not limited to the right of a lender to pre-
pare documents conveying or granting title to property 
in which it is taking a security interest; 

(4) The lack of authority of a certified closing officer 
to give legal advice without being licensed to practice 
law; 

(5) The standard of care which a certified closing offi-
cer must practice when carrying out the functions per-
mitted by this rule.

his/her trust fund account. 

(5) "Inspection of mail' means the physical act of opening, touch-
ing, smelling, and/or reading of mail, the use of mechanical or chemi-
cal systems and/or the use of animals to determine the presence of 
contraband or illegal items.

(9) "Packages' means the immediate container or wrapping and the 
contents therein in which any item is contained for consumption, use or 
storage by inmates, and for purposes of this chapter, also means any 
shipping container or outer wrapping and the contents therein used by 
retailers to ship or deliver any item to inmates where it is the only such 
container or wrapping. 

(I 0) "Publications" consists of reproduced handwritten or pictorial 
materials including books, periodicals, newspapers, and pamphlets. 

( 11) "Secretary" is the secretary of the department of corrections or 
his/her designee(s). 

(12) "Superintendent" means the superintendent of a correctional 
facility or his/her designee(s). 

NEW SECTION 

WAC 137-48-030 INSPECTION OF MAIL. (1) Mail to or 
from persons or organizations other than those identified in subsection

No person who inspects or participates 
in the inspection of an inmate's mail shall disclose the contents of such 
mail to any person unless it appears such mail violates these rules, in 
which case, disclosure shall be only in the course of his or her duties. 

(4) Mail containing illegal items or contraband shall be held and 
disposed of in accordance with those procedures set forth in chapter

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NEW SECTION 

WAC 137-48-040 RESTRICTION OF INCOMING AND/OR 
OUTGOING MAIL. (!) Incoming mail to inmates may be disap-
proved for receipt for any one of the following reasons: 

(a) The mail contains threats of physical harm against any person or 
threats of criminal activity. 

(b) The mail threatens blackmail or extortion. 
(c) The mail concerns sending contraband in or out of the 

institution. 
(d) The mail contains plans to escape. 
(e) The mail contains plans for activities in violation of institutional 

rules, such as riots. 
(f) The mail concerns plans for criminal activity. 
(g) The mail is in code or in a foreign language and its contents are 

not understood by the reader. 
(h) The mail contains information which, if communicated, would 

create a risk of violence and/or physical harm. 
(i) The mail contains contraband. 
U) The mail contains obscene material as defined in department 

policy directives. 
(2) Outgoing mail from inmates of institutions may be disapproved 

for mailing for any one of the following reasons: 
(a) For any one of the reasons set forth in WAC 137-48-040(1 ). 
(b) The mail is addressed to a minor whose parents or guardian 

have objected in writing to such correspondence; an individual previ-
ously has been sent obscene or threatening mail by the inmate and has 
complained or has asked that such mail not be received; the mail so-
licits money or goods from persons other than the immediate family of 
the inmate. 

(3) No letter is to be restricted for the reason that it contains criti-
cal opinions of departmental policy or departmental employees. 

( 4) In addition to those reasons cited in this section, publications re-
ceived by inmates may be restricted if: 

(a) It advocates that any ethnic, racial, or religious group is inferior 
for any reason and makes such group an object of ridicule and scorn; 
or 

(b) It may reasonably be thought to precipitate a violent confronta-
tion between the recipient(s) and a member(s) of the target group. No 
publications will be withheld solely on the basis of their appeal to a 
particular ethnic, racial, or religious group. 

(5) In addition to those reasons cited in this section, packages sent 
either to or from an inmate are subject to the following restrictions: 

(a) An inmate may receive one gift package not to exceed fifteen 
pounds in weight on a quarterly basis. Quarterly periods shall consist 
of December through February, March through May, June through 
August, and September through November. Rules governing the con-
tents of quarterly packages shall be developed specifically by each in-
stitutional superintendent and approved by the secretary. The 
superintendent may allow exceptions from the one gift package limita-
tion and weight limitation provided that appropriate contraband con-
trols are maintained.

(c) Prepaid merchandise approved by the superintendent and order-
ed by the inmate from any wholesaler or retailer shall not be consid-
ered one of the quarterly packages. 

(d) Inmates may mail packages containing materials which have 
been sent to him or her in the institution or gifts consisting of his or 
her own hobby craft or curio work. Packages must be made and mailed 
at the inmate's expense. 

(e) Newly admitted inmates at the Washington Corrections Center 
will not receive packages while assigned to the reception center. 

NEW SECTION 

WAC 137-48-050 PROCEDURES FOR RESTRICTIONS OF 
INCOMING AND/OR OUTGOING MAIL. (1) If an inmates's in-
coming or outgoing mail is restricted, notification shall be provided to 
the inmate in writing of the specific publication, letter, or package 
which has been censored and the reason for this action. 

(2) The inmate shall be advised in writing of his/her right to seek 
review of the decision to restrict his/her mail. The review shall be 
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sought by writing directly to the director of the division of prisons or 
his/her designee(s) within ten calendar days.

Items of contraband not subject to criminal 
prosecution will be disposed of in accordance with those procedures set 
forth in chapter 137-36 WAC. Noncontraband items in the package 
will be forwarded to the inmate. 

NEW SECTION 
WAC 137-4~60 MAIL COSTS. (I) Except as otherwise stated 

in this section, mail costs shall be the responsibility of the inmate. 
(2) Mail which arrives at the institution with postage due may, at 

the option of the superintendent, be delivered to the inmate. The insti-
tution may pay the postage due in accordance with subsection (3) of 
this section, or hold the mail for a reasonable period of time so as to 
allow the inmate to arrange for payment of the postage due.

(a) The mail contains threats of physical harm against 
any person or threats of criminal activity. 

(b) The mail threatens blackmail or extortion. 
(c) The mail concerns sending contraband in or out of 

the institution. 
( d) The mail contains plans to escape. 
(e) The mail contains plans for activities in violation 

of institutional rules, such as riots. 
(I) The mail concerns plans for criminal activity. 
(g) The mail is in code or in a foreign language and 

its contents are not understood by the reader. 
(h) The mail contains information which, if commu-

nicated, would create a risk of violence and/or physical 
harm. 

(i) The mail contains contraband. 
(j) The mail contains obscene material as defined in 

department policy directives. 
(2) Outgoing mail from inmates of institutions may be 

disapproved for mailing for any one of the following 
reasons: 

(a) For any one of the reasons set forth in WAC 137-
48-040(1). 

(b) The mail is addressed to a minor whose parents or 
guardian have objected in writing to such correspon-
dence-, an individual previously has been sent obscene or 
threatening mail by the inmate and has complained or 
has asked that such mail not be received; the mail solic-
its money or goods from persons other than the immedi-
ate family of the inmate. 

(3) No Jetter is to be restricted for the reason that it 
contains critical opinions of departmental policy or de-
partmental employees. 

( 4) In addition to those reasons cited in this section, 
publications received by inmates may be restricted if: 

(a) It advocates that any ethnic, racial, or religious 
group is inferior for any reason and makes such group 
an object of ridicule and scorn; or 

(b) It may reasonably be thought to precipitate a vio-
lent confrontation between the recipient(s) and a 
member(s) of the target group. No publications will be 
withheld solely on the basis of their appeal to a particu-
lar ethnic, racial, or religious group. 

(5) In addition to those reasons cited in this section, 
packages sent either to or from an inmate are subject to 
the following restrictions: 

(a) An inmate may receive one gift package not to 
exceed fifteen pounds in weight on a quarterly basis. 
Quarterly periods shall consist of December through 
February, March through May, June through August, 
and September through November. Rules governing the 
contents of quarterly packages shall be developed specif-
ically by each institutional superintendent and approved 
by the secretary. The superintendent may allow excep-
tions from the one gift package limitation and weight 
limitation provided that appropriate contraband controls 
are maintained. 
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(b) The contents of the quarterly package shall be re-
stricted to those items that are otherwise not available to 
the inmate through the institutional store. A replace-
ment package may be sent during the same quarter for 
damaged packages that are returned to the sender by the 
inmate. Packages containing contraband shall be refused 
delivery to the inmate and will be counted as the pack-
age for that quarter. 

(c) Prepaid merchandise approved by the superin-
tendent and ordered by the inmate from any wholesaler 
or retailer shall not be considered one of the quarterly 
packages. 

(d) Inmates may mail packages containing materials 
which have been sent to him or her in the institution or 
gifts consisting of his or her own hobby craft or curio 
work. Packages must be made and mailed at the in-
mate's expense. 

(e) Newly admitted inmates at the Washington Cor-
rections Center will not receive packages while assigned 
to the reception center. 

NEW SECTION 

WAC 137-48-050 PROCEDURES FOR RE-
STRICTIONS OF INCOMING AND/OR OUTGO-
ING MAIL. (1) If an inmates's incoming or outgoing 
mail is restricted, notification shall be provided to the 
inmate in writing of the specific publication, Jetter, or 
package which has been censored and the reason for this 
action. 

(2) The inmate shall be advised in writing of his/her 
right to seek review of the decision to restrict his/her 
mail. The review shall be sought by writing directly to 
the director of the division of prisons or his/her 
designee(s) within ten calendar days. 

(3) Upon receipt of an inmate's appeal, the director of 
prisons or his/her designee shall affirm or reverse the 
action taken at the institution level and shall advise the 
inmate in writing of this action within ten working days 
from the receipt of the inmate's written request. 

( 4) When a decision is rendered regarding a particu-
lar issue of a publication, that decision shall be binding 
for all facilities in the division of prisons. 

(5) If a package contains contraband and is subject to 
criminal prosecution, the entire package wiJJ be turned 
over to the appropriate Jaw enforcement agency. Items 
of contraband not subject to criminal prosecution wiJJ be 
disposed of in accordance with those procedures set forth 
in chapter 137-36 WAC. Noncontraband items in the 
package wiJJ be forwarded to the inmate. 

NEW SECTION 

WAC 137-48-060 MAIL COSTS. (1) Except as 
otherwise stated in this section, mail costs shall be the 
responsibility of the inmate. 

(2) Mail which arrives at the institution with postage 
due may, at the option of the superintendent, be deliv-
ered to the inmate. The institution may pay the postage 
due in accordance with subsection (3) of this section, or 
hold the mail for a reasonable period of time so as to al-
low the inmate to arrange for payment of the postage 
due. If such arrangements are not made within the time 
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provided, the package may be donated to charity or 
discarded. 

(3) Indigent inmates shall be authorized to receive 
postage for a maximum of five letters per week (each 
weighing one ounce or less). This postage shall cover 
both legal and regular correspondence irrespective of the 
number of letters identified as legal mail. This shall also 
include costs advanced by the institution for postage due 
mail.

sponsible for the maintenance of a continuous record 
showing the source and destination of legal and official 
correspondence to and from government officials, pack-
ages and items of monetary value mailed by or mailed to 
an inmate.

ADULT CORRECTIONAL INSTITUTIONS-IN-

MATE PERSONAL PROPERTY 

NEW SECTION 
WAC 137-36-010 PURPOSE. The purpose of 

these rules is to maintain the safety, security, and disci-
pline of adult correctional facilities operated under the 
jurisdiction of the department of corrections in accord-
ance with Title 72 RCW et al., by establishing guide-
lines for the development of department and institution 
level policies and rules governing the retention of per-
sonal property by inmates to prevent the possession of 
illegal items and contraband within the institution. 

NEW SECTION 
WAC 137-36-020 DEFINITIONS. (1) "Contra-

band" consists of all illegal items, alcoholic beverages, 
and other items which a resident of a correctional insti-
tution may not have in his possession, as defined in reg-
ulations adopted by the superintendent of an institution 
and approved by the secretary. 

(2) "Illegal items" are narcotic drugs or any weapon, 
firearm, or any instrument which, if used, could produce 
serious bodily injury to the person of another. 
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(3) "Inmate" shall refer to those persons committed to 
the custody of the department of corrections and inmates 
transferred from other states or the federal government. 

( 4) "Secretary" is the secretary of the department of 
corrections or his/her designee(s). 

(5) "Superintendent" means the superintendent of a 
correctional facility or his/her designee(s). 

NEW SECTION 
WAC 137-36-030 AUTHORIZED ITEMS. (1) 

Only authorized items may be retained by an inmate in 
the custody of the department. All authorized items 
shall be retained at the owner's risk. The state of 
Washington shall not be liable for any loss or damage. 

(2) Authorized items may be limited in quantity and 
value when necessary to provide accountability, contra-
band control, safety or sanitary conditions, storage 
space, inmate morale or to meet the unique needs of 
each institution. 

(3) Each superintendent shall establish regulations 
setting forth specific authorized items and levels of per-
sonal property for those inmates confined to that institu-
tion. Specific personal property authorizations may be 
suspended to ensure the safety, medical or mental health 
treatment objectives of any inmate or the general popu-
lation and to ensure proper maintenance of order and 
security of the institution. 

(4) All authorized items in excess or in noncompliance 
with the levels established by the superintendent of each 
institution shall be considered contraband and shall be 
disposed of as provided in WAC 137-36-040. 

NEW SECTION 
WAC 137-36-040 DISPOSITION OF PERSON-

AL PROPERTY. (1) Contraband items will be confis-
cated by the superintendent and disposed of in the 
following manner: 

(a) Items which are determined to be owned by an 
inmate will be mailed or transferred to a person desig-
nated by the inmate at the inmate's expense. If the in-
mate is without funds, refuses to pay the required 
postage or refuses to designate an individual to receive 
the property, such items shall be donated to a charitable 
organization. 

(b) Items for which ownership cannot be determined 
shall be held by the superintendent for six months and 
then donated to a charitable organization or destroyed. 

(c) Money such as currency, personal checks, and 
money orders, is contraband within adult correctional 
institutions. If money or other negotiable instrument is 
found in the unauthorized possession of an inmate and 
he/she claims or disclaims ownership or, if ownership is 
unknown, the money or negotiable instrument shall be 
confiscated immediately and shall be deposited in the in-
mate welfare fund at the expiration of any appeal or 
hearing. 

The inmate shall be advised in writing of his/her right 
to seek review of the decision to place the money in the 
inmate welfare fund. The review shall be sought by 
writing directly to the director of the division of prisons 
or his/her designee(s) within ten calendar days. 
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(2) Illegal items will be confiscated by the superin-
tendent and disposed of in the following manner: 

(a) Illegal items shall be held by the superintendent as 
required for evidence for law enforcement authorities. 

(b) Illegal items not retained for evidence shall be 
destroyed. 

NEW SECTION 
WAC 137-36-050 INVENTORY OF PERSON-

AL PROPERTY. All personal property, whether confis-
cated, in the possession of the inmates or maintained by 
the institution shall be inventoried on forms established 
and approved by the secretary. 

A continuous log will be maintained at each holding 
area designated for inmate personal property. The Jog 
shall identify the property contained therein as well as 
the custodial personnel who have access to the personal 
property area. 

NEW SECTION 
WAC 137-36-060 RETURN OF PERSONAL 

PROPERTY. Upon formal release from the institution, 
all personal property in the custody of the superintend-
ent shall be returned to the inmate. If the inmate be-
lieves that property of value belonging to him/her has 
been lost or damaged due to staff negligence, he/she 
may file a claim pursuant to RCW 4.92.100.

( 4) Piers on first class tidelands and shorelands wiJJ be 
permitted as needed for commercial and residential pur-
poses without any restriction as to frequency; however, 
the length will be restricted as needed so as not to un-
duly interfere with navigation. The type of structure 
may be restricted so as to minimize impact on environ-
ment and other users. 

(5) Public and common use residential piers may be 
considered on public use - general beaches so designated 
on selected second class tideland and shoreland tracts. 

(6) No piers or structures of any kind are permitted 
on public use - wilderness beaches so designated on se-
lected second class tideland and shoreland tracts. 

(7) Piers may be approved for installation on second 
class tideland and shoreland tracts not designated as 
public use beaches. They must follow the pier spacing 
and length standards. 

(8) Pier spacing and length standards: 
(a) New piers intended for resort and recreational use 

on second class tidelands and shorelands extending be-
yond the line of extreme low tide or line of navigability 
may be authorized if more than five times the pier 
length from any other pier on either side. 

(b) Leases covering such installations may require 
that the owner of the pier allow the adjacent shoreline 
owners to utilize the pier for loading and unloading 
purposes. 

(c) Unauthorized existing piers will be considered as 
new piers and offered leases which may provide for joint 
use. 

(d) New piers should not extend seaward further than 
immediately adjacent similar structures except in harbor 
areas where harbor lines control pier lengths. 

(9) Pier design criteria: 
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(a) Floating piers minimize visual impact and should 
be used where scenic values are high. However, floating 
piers constitute an absolute impediment to boat traffic or 
shoreline trolling and should not be used in areas where 
such activities are important and occur within the area 
of the proposed pier. Floating piers provide excellent 
protection for swimmers from high-speed small craft 
and may be desirable for such protection. 

Floating piers interrupt littoral drift and tend to 
starve down current beaches. This effect should be con-
sidered before approval. 

(b) Pile piers have a greater visual impact than do 
floating piers, and their use should be minimized in areas 
where scenic values are high. Pile piers cause less inter-
ference with littoral drift and do provide a diverse habi-
tat for marine life. In areas where near-shore trolling is 
important, pile piers should be used with bents spaced 16 
feet apart and with a minimum of 5 feet clearance above 
extreme high tide. Single pile bents are preferred where 
possible.

(7) Open flames or live coals, or devices containing or using open 
flames, live coals or combustible materials, including but not limited to 
barbecues, hibachis, stoves and heaters, shall be permitted on state 
park floats or piers only when placed on a fireproof base and the fire is 
located away from fuel tanks and/or fuel vents. In case of dispute re-
lated to fire safety, the ranger shall make final determination.

Description of Purpose: To establish requirements for 

calfhood vaccination of beef breed cattle for brucellosis 
prior to being sold or introduced into any herd. 

Statutory Authority: Chapter 16.36 RCW. 
Summary of Rule: Currently, only dairy breed cattle 

being sold or introduced into any commercial diary herd 
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must be previously vaccinated for brucellosis. The pro-
posed amendments will extend this requirement to most 
classes of beef breed cattle.
